REDSKINS BEGIN NFC EAsST
PLAY SUNDAY IN PHILADELPHIA

The Washington Redskins will begin NFC East play in Week 3 as the
team travels to Philadelphia for a tilt with the divisional rival Eagles. Kick-
off at Lincoln Financial Field is scheduled for 1 p.m.

Sunday’s game will represent a clash of top-ranked units, as the Red-
skins No. 1-ranked total defense (234.5 yards allowed per game) faces a
Philadelphia offense that leads the league in yards per game (439.0).

Last week, the Redskins earned their first win of the season in domi-
nating fashion, defeating the Jacksonville Jaguars, 41-10. The game fea-
tured a record performance from the Redskins' defense, which tied a
37-year-old franchise mark for most sacks in a single game (10). Wash-
ington had seven different players record at least a partial sack, among
them linebacker Ryan Kerrigan, who tied a team record with four sacks.

The win last week was the first in the head coaching career of Redskins
Head Coach Jay Gruden, who was asked after the game about earning his
first win in front of a home crowd.

“It’s great. Obviously, it’s exciting and I'm trying to make this very ha-
bitual for our football team and get used to the feeling. Winning at home
is very important,” Gruden said. “It’s a special day for me, personally, a
special day for this team, getting out to a great start with a home victory”

Formally organized in 1958, the Washington Redskins
Alumni Association was the first organization of its kind in
the country. The organization spearheaded the alumni move-
ment among former professional football players and was the
model for other alumni groups that later formed in all NFL
cities. Now entering its 56th year, the Alumni Association
continues to celebrate those who have contributed to more
than eight decades of Redskins football dating back to the

team’s inception in 1932.

The primary objectives of the Redskins Alumni are promoting a
continuing interest in current and past players of the Washington Red-
skins, as well as promoting and fostering interest and funding for chari-
table purposes. With respect to the latter, the alumni conduct fundraising
events to raise money that can be donated to charitable organizations or
used in other ways to help improve the quality of life for youth in the
Greater Washington community.

Today, Redskins alumni continue to make their presence known
throughout the community. As a very active chapter of the NFL Alumni
Association, their motto is “Caring for Kids” In addition to the numer-
ous events and appearances Redskins Alumni participate in throughout
the year, they hold two major fundraising events of their own — the Red-
skins Alumni Charity Golf Classic, now in its 36th year, and the annual
Washington Redskins Welcome Home Luncheon, now in its 53rd year.

The alumni have an office at Redskins Park and can be reached at
703-726-7488. Since his arrival in Washington in December of 2009,
President/General Manager Bruce Allen has made it a priority to build
a bridge to the franchise’s historic past. During the Redskins’ NFC East
title-winning season in 2012, that mission came to the forefront as the
team celebrated its 80th anniversary.

“This year, the Washington Redskins will be celebrating our 80th
anniversary season. I'm proud to be with the franchise in our nation’s
capital, one with such a rich tradition and gloried past on and off the
field,” Allen said in a July 2012 column filling in for Sports Illustrated’s
Peter King. “The current Redskins players, coaches, fans and staff owe a
big debt of gratitude to the people who have made the Redskins one of
the flagship franchises in sports.”

Throughout the 2012 offseason, the Redskins traversed the Wash-
ington D.C./Maryland/Virginia area as part of the team’s “Thank You
Tour; which brought players, coaches, alumni, cheerleaders, team offi-
cials and more to fans throughout the entire region to help celebrate the
team’s historic heritage.

That heritage continues to be honored amongst the game’s elite, as
in August 2011, former Redskin great Chris Hanburger was enshrined in
the Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio. He was presented by his
son, Chris. Hanburger was voted into the Hall after being a nominee of
the seniors committee. In all, he waited 28 years to be elected.

Hanburger joined Darrell Green (2008), Art Monk (2008) and Russ
Grimm (2010) to make four players who spent the majority of their ca-
reers with the Redskins to earn the honor in the past five years. In ad-
dition, former Redskins Bruce Smith (2009) and Deion Sanders (2011)
have also been elected over that time. Hanburger said of his election to
the Hall of Fame: “It's wonderful, 'm overwhelmed. It’s just such a tre-
mendous honor to even be nominated, let alone be voted in. You have to
think about all of the men that played before I did, certainly the men that
I played with and against, and then you look at the guys playing now. It’s
just a select few that make it in. I was fortunate to play with players on the
Redskins defense that made it all work for me”

The annual event celebrates the burgundy and gold and kicks off each
football season with Redskins players, coaches and alumni.

The Redskins Welcome Home Luncheon is annually the only event
where fans and corporate partners have the chance to spend time with
the entire Redskins team. Each table is guaranteed at least one player
or coach seated with the attendees. Proceeds from the event benefit the
youth programs of the Washington Redskins Charitable Foundation and
Redskins Alumni Association.

The Redskins used the 2014 event to honor their players for contri-
butions both on and off the field. Tackle Trent Williams earned the 2013
Bobby Mitchell Offensive Player of the Year award, cornerback DeAngelo
Hall earned the 2013 Sam Huff Defensive Player of the Year award, quar-
terback Robert Griffin III won the 2013 Redskins Salute Award for his
efforts with the military, and running back Alfred Morris accepted the
2013 Community Service Award. Furthermore, Allen used the luncheon
to announce that Super Bowl XXVI MVP Mark Rypien will become the
46th inductee into the Redskins Ring of Fame later this season.

Also among the Redskins Alumni Association’s premier events is the
team’s annual Homecoming celebration, which the Redskins hosted in
2013 during the team’s Week 9 win against San Diego. Not including staff
and coaches, former players in attendance at various events throughout
the weekend accounted for more than 600 seasons of Redskins service,
98 Super Bowl appearances and 56 Super Bowl wins. The team welcomed
back 32 of the 80 Greatest Redskins, 19 Ring of Fame members and six
Pro Football Hall of Famers as part of the celebration. The team wore
their throwback uniforms, a modern interpretation of the ones worn by
the franchise during their first year in Washington in 1937, when rookie
quarterback Sammy Baugh led the Redskins to their first world champi-
onship. This season’s Homecoming Weekend is scheduled for the week-
end leading up to the Redskins’ Oct. 19 date with the Tennessee Titans.

« The Redskins winning their NFC East opener for the first
time since 2011 (28-14 vs. New York Giants).

o The Redskins getting out to a 2-1 start after three weeks
for the first time since 2011.

o The Redskins maintaining their perch as the No. 1-ranked
total defense in the NFL (234.5 yards allowed per game).

o The Redskins posting five sacks to match the best two-
game sack total in team history (15), set previously in Weeks 3-4 of the
1973 season (eight at PHI, seven vs. DAL).

o Cornerback DeAngelo Hall intercepting a pass to give him 24 in-
terceptions as a member of the Redskins, which would tie him with Ken
Houston for ninth-most in team history.

« Hall returning a fumble for a touchdown to tie Jessie Tuggle for
the second-most in NFL history (five). Hall’s four career fumble return
touchdowns are currently tied for third in NFL history with Bill Thomp-
son, Derrick Thomas, Keith Bulluck and Ronde Barber.

« Hall returning a fumble for a touchdown to become the first player in
NFL history with five fumble returns for touchdowns and five intercep-
tion returns for touchdowns.

o Defensive end Jason Hatcher recording 1.5 sacks to reach 30.0 career
sacks.

o Linebacker Ryan Kerrigan attempting to repeat his team-record-
tying four-sack performance from last week. No NFL player has posted
consecutive four-sack games since the NFL made sacks an official stat in
1982.

o Kerrigan (28.5) recording a sack to pass Bruce Smith (29.0) for
eighth on the Redskins’ all-time sack list.

o Kerrigan continuing to lead the NFL in sacks.

HEAD COACH JAY GRUDEN

Jay Gruden was named the 29th head coach of the Wash-
ington Redskins on January 9, 2014.

Excluding interim coaches, Gruden, 46 at the time of his
hiring, became the team’s youngest head coaching hire since
hiring eventual Pro Football Hall of Famer Joe Gibbs at 40 years
of age in 1981. He became the first Redskins coach hired di-
rectly from an offensive coordinator role on another team since
Norv Turner in 1994.

Before joining the Redskins, Gruden spent his previous three seasons
as offensive coordinator for the Cincinnati Bengals. In his tenure in Cin-
cinnati, the Bengals averaged 10 wins a season, making three consecutive
playoft appearances and earning an AFC North championship in 2013.
Members of the Bengals™ offense accounted for seven Pro Bowl selections
in his three seasons in Cincinnati.

Gruden was tasked with the development of quarterback Andy Dal-
ton, a 2011 second-round pick. In three seasons together, Gruden helped
Dalton to a 30-18 regular season record as a starter (.625), as Dalton’s 30
wins in that time frame ranked tied for fifth-most among NFL quarter-
backs. Dalton’s 80 passing touchdowns rank third-most in NFL history for
a quarterback in his first three seasons, trailing only Dan Marino (98) and
Peyton Manning (85).

Prior to joining the Bengals, Gruden served two years with the Flori-
da Tuskers of the United Football League from 2009-10. In 2009, Gruden
served as offensive coordinator under current Redskins defensive coordi-
nator Jim Haslett as the Tuskers compiled a 6-0 regular season record and
earned a UFL championship game berth. In 2010, he assumed the roles of
head coach and general manager and led the Tuskers to their second con-
secutive championship game appearance.

Gruden coached for seven seasons (2002-08) with the Tampa Bay Buc-
caneers, earning a Super Bowl championship ring as an offensive assistant
in 2002. There he worked under his brother, Jon, then the Bucs” head coach,
and current Redskins Executive Vice President/General Manager Bruce
Allen, the Bucs’ general manager from 2004-08. Gruden helped guide the
Buccaneers to the team’s first league championship, a 48-21 victory in Super
Bowl XXXVIIL

Gruden also ranks among the most outstanding players and coaches in
the history of the Arena Football League, having won six combined league
championships - four as a quarterback and two as a head coach. Gruden
played quarterback (2002-03) and served as head coach (2004-08) of the
AFLs Orlando Predators, all while simultaneously working as an offensive
assistant with the Buccaneers. In all, Gruden served as head coach of the
Predators for nine seasons (1998-2001 and 2004-08), leading the Predators
to four championship game appearances and two league titles as a coach.
During a two-year hiatus from coaching the Predators in 2002-03, he re-
turned to the playing field as Orlandos quarterback, leading the Predators
to playoft appearances in both seasons.

In his eight seasons as a player in the AFL, Gruden completed 1,673-
of-2,775 passes (60.3 percent) for 21,578 yards with 398 touchdowns and
99 interceptions. In addition to his time with Orlando, he spent six seasons
(1991-96) at quarterback for the Tampa Bay Storm, winning four AFL titles
and being named MVP of ArenaBowl VII in 1993. He was also named the
1992 AFL Most Valuable Player and was honored with induction into the
AFL Hall of Fame in 1999.

Gruden played quarterback for four seasons for former Redskins draft
pick Howard Schnellenberger at the University of Louisville (1985-88) and
was a two-time team MVP.

Gruden was born March 4, 1967 in Tiffin, Ohio. He and his wife, Sher-
ry, have three sons — J.J., Joey and Jack.

Jay Gruden, 46 at the time of his hiring, became the youngest head coach hired by the Redskins on a
non-interim basis since the team hired 40-year-old Joe Gibbs in 1981.

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NOTES FROM LAST GAME

The Redskins earned their first victory of the season on Sun-
day, defeating the Jacksonville Jaguars by a final margin of 41-10
in front of an announced crowd of 80,037 people at FedExField.

The victory snapped a nine-game losing streak dating back
to last season.

The win was the first in the head coaching career of Redskins
Head Coach Jay Gruden.

The victory pushed Redskins” head coaches to 16-11-1 all-time in their
home debuts.

The Redskins’ 31-point margin of victory was the team’s largest since Oct.
7, 2007 vs. Detroit (34-3).

The Redskins scored 41 points for the first time since a 45-41 victory
against the Chicago Bears on Oct. 20, 2013 last season. The Redskins also
held an opponent to 10 points or less for the first time since holding the
Philadelphia Eagles to 10 points on Nov. 18, 2012.

The Redskins held the Jaguars to 148 net offensive yards, the lowest total
by a Redskins” opponent since Washington held Dallas to Dec. 30, 2007. The
Redskins held the Jaguars to 25 rushing yards, the fewest since the Redskins
held the Cowboys to one rushing yard in the 2007 game reference above.

The Redskins held the Jaguars to 61 net yards in the second half, the
fewest second half yards allowed by the team since holding the Oakland
Raiders to 39 yards in the second half on Dec. 13, 2009.

The Redskins tied a team record with 10 sacks, set previously on Oct. 9,
1977. The 10 sacks are the most by the Redskins in a game since the NFL
made sacks an official stat in 1982.

The 10-sack game was the 31st by an NFL franchise since 1982 and the
seventh since the turn of the century.

The Redskins had seven players record at least half a sack for the first
time since eight players registered sacks on Sept. 23, 1990 vs. Dallas.

Linebacker Ryan Kerrigan tied a team record with four sacks, tying
Phillip Daniels (12/18/2005), Ken Harvey (11/23/1997), Dexter Manley
(10/2/1988) and Brian Orakpo (12/13/2009).

The multi-sack game was the fifth of Kerrigan’s career.

Kerrigan eclipsed 25 career sacks with his first sack, dropping Jaguars
quarterback Chad Henne in the second quarter.

Kerrigan now has 28.5 career sacks, pushing him past Darryl Grant (27)
for ninth on the Redskins’ all-time sack list since the stat became official in
1982.

With a half-sack in the first quarter, linebacker Brian Orakpo became
the fifth member of the Redskins to record 40 career sacks, joining Dexter
Manley, Charles Mann, Monte Coleman and Ken Harvey.

Defensive end Jason Hatcher recorded his first official sack as a member
of the Redskins and finished the game with 1.5 sacks. Hatcher was credited
with a sack at Houston in Week 1 that was later ruled by the NFL as a tackle
on an aborted play.

Linebacker Perry Riley, Jr. posted a career-high 1.5 sacks, the first multi-
sack game of his career.

Safety Ryan Clark recorded his first partial sack with the Redskins since
Nov. 27, 2005 at San Diego, a span of 3,213 days. On the play, linebacker
Keenan Robinson also recorded his career first partial sack.

Defensive end Frank Kearse recorded his first sack since Dec. 9, 2012 as
a member of the Carolina Panthers.

Quarterback Kirk Cousins entered in relief and completed 22-0f-33 pass-
es of 250 yards with two touchdowns and a 109.4 passer rating.

Cousins completed his first 12 passes, the longest consecutive comple-
tion streak of his career. Cousins’ longest career streak for consecutive com-
pletions prior to Sunday came in Week 16 last season when he completed
10 consecutive passes vs. Dallas.

Running back Alfred Morris rushed for 85 yards on 22 carries. Morris
eclipsed the 3,000-yard career rushing mark with his performance, accom-
plishing the feat in his 34th career game, the fastest in team history. The
franchise’s all-time leading rusher, John Riggins, did not break the 3,000-
yard mark with Washington until his 38th game with the Redskins.

In the second quarter, Morris scored the 21st rushing touchdown of his
career. He scored his second rushing touchdown of the day later in the
quarter, the 22nd of his career, tying him with Don Bosseler for ninth-most
in team history.

The multi-touchdown game was the fourth of Morris’ career and his first
since Dec. 30, 2012.

Morris’ second touchdown was the culmination of a 92-yard drive, the
Redskins’ longest scoring drive since a 95-yard scoring drive at Denver on
Oct. 27 last season.

Tight end Niles Paul caught a two-yard touchdown pass in the fourth
quarter in the midst of recording career highs in receptions (eight) and
receiving yards (99).

Fullback Darrel Young scored the fifth receiving touchdown of his career
and his first of the season on a 20-yard pass from Cousins.

The touchdown reception was his first since a 62-yard touchdown recep-
tion at Philadelphia on Nov. 17, 2013 last season.

The touchdown was the second in as many weeks for Young, who had a
one-yard rushing touchdown in Week 1 at Houston. Young has now scored
a touchdown in consecutive games for the first time in his career.

Wide receiver Andre Roberts recorded a career-long 19-yard rush in the
second quarter, beating his previous high of 15 set in 2012 as a member of
the Arizona Cardinals.

Roberts added a career-long 37-yard punt return in the third quarter.
His previous long was 25 yards, set in both the 2010 (Arizona) and 2014
(Washington) seasons.

Roberts became the first member of the Redskins since 1999 to post a
rush of 15-plus yards, a reception of 15-plus yards and a punt return of 15-
plus yards in the same game. Brian Mitchell accomplished the feat on Dec.
5, 1999 at Detroit.

Roberts’ seven punt returns in the game were the most since Eric Metcalf
vs. Denver on Nov. 18, 2001 (seven).

Wide receiver Ryan Grant recorded his first career NFL catch in the first
quarter, catching a three-yard pass from Cousins.

Grant finished the game with five receptions for 57 receiving yards.

Running back Silas Redd, Jr. scored the first rushing touchdown of his
career on a 14-yard run in the fourth quarter.

Safety Trenton Robinson recorded his first career interception, picking of
Henne in the fourth quarter.

Kicker Kai Forbath notched his 15th and 16th consecutive successful
field goal attempts, converting a 36-yard attempt in the third quarter and a
42-yard attempt in the fourth quarter.

Punter Tress Way matched his career high with a 61-yard punt in the first
quarter, set last week at Houston in his NFL debut.

Way recorded his first career kickoff in the first quarter.

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Chip Kelly leads the Philadelphia Eagles in
his second season as the team’s head coach
in 2014. The Eagles are 2-0 and sit in first
place in the NFC East.
Quarterback Nick Foles is in his
third year with the Eagles. Foles has
completed 48-of-82 passes (58.5
percent) for 653 yards with three
touchdowns and two intercep-
tions this season. Last season,
Foles recorded career highs in
nearly every statistical category
and was named offensive MVP of the Pro Bowl following the season.

Running back LeSean McCoy is in his sixth season with the Eagles.
McCoy, who has rushed for more than 1,000 yards in three of his past
five years with the team, has gained 153 yards on 41 rushing attempts (3.7
avg.) so far this season. McCoy also ranks second on the team in recep-
tions, recording 10 catches for 64 receiving yards (6.4 avg.).

Running back Darren Sproles leads the Eagles in receptions in 2014.
The 2014 free agent signing has caught 11 passes for 166 yards (15.1 avg.)
this season. Receiver Jeremy Maclin has added eight receptions for 142
yards (17.8 avg.) with two touchdowns, and tight end Zach Ertz has con-
tributed seven catches for 163 yards (23.3 avg.) with one touchdown.

Linebacker DeMeco Ryans is in his ninth NFL season and his third
with the Eagles. Ryans leads the Eagles with 15 tackles (10 solo) in two
games. Safety Malcolm Jenkins has the team’s sole interception this sea-
son.

Rookie Cody Parkey handles kicking duties for the Eagles. Parkey is
5-of-6 on field goal attempts this season (83.3 percent). Punter Donnie
Jones has punted 10 times for 445 yards (44.5 avg.) in 2014.

Sproles has handled punt return duties for the Eagles this season, re-
turning eight punts for 87 yards (10.9 avg.). Nolan Carroll II is the kick-
returner and has returned two kicks for 45 yards (22.5 avg.).

CHIP KELLY

Chip Kelly was named head
coach of the Philadelphia Eagles
on January 16, 2013 after manning
the sidelines at the University of
Oregon for four years. In his first
season in professional football,
Kelly produced a 10-6 record and
an NFC East championship, be-
coming just the second head coach
in league history to win a division
title in his first season in the NFL.

In his tenure with the Eagles,
the team recorded records including points (442), total net yards (6,676),
touchdowns (53), passing yards (4,406) and fewest turnovers (19). The
Eagles also set an NFL record with 99 plays of 20+ yards and became the
first team since the 1991 Buffalo Bills to lead the league in rushing while
ranking last in time of possession.

At Oregon, Kelly produced a 46-7 (.868) overall record. He became
the first coach in Oregon’s history to help the program to three undis-
puted conference championships from 2009-12. Additionally, the Ducks
made an appearance in a BCS Bowl game in each of Kelly’s four seasons
as head coach. In just Kelly’s second season, Oregon earned a trip to the
BCS National Championship game in 2010.

The Ducks scored a 44.7 points per game. They also led the FBS in big
plays, including 25-yard passing plays (220) and 25-yard rushes (110).
His 2012 Ducks squad finished 12-1 and ranked fourth in total offense
accumulating nearly 7,000 yards while scoring an average of 49.6 points
per game. They rushed for 315.2 yards per game while ranking fifth, av-
eraging 537.4 total yards.

Following Oregon’s run at a potential national title in 2010, Kelly’s
leadership was recognized with a multitude of Coach of the Year awards
from outlets such as Associated Press, Sporting News, The Walter Camp
Football Foundation, and other postseason titles including the Eddie
Robinson Coach of the Year, AFCA Coach of the Year, and Pac-10 Coach
of the Year.

Prior to taking over as Oregon’s head coach, Kelly spent two seasons
as the team’s offensive coordinator. In his first season leading the team’s
offense, the Ducks played with four different starting quarterbacks dur-
ing the final four games of 2007. They concluded the season with a 56-21
Sun Bowl victory over South Florida.

Before joining Oregon’s program, Kelly served as New Hampshire’s
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach from 1999-2006. His of-
fenses at his alma mater averaged better than 400 yards of total offense
in seven of his eight seasons and more than 30 points per game in his
final four years. As a result, three Wildcat players received first-team All-
America acclaim each of his last two seasons in the Granite State.

In 2006, junior QB Ricky Santos earned the Walter Payton Award as
the most outstanding players in FCS. Kelly got his first taste of coach-
ing in the college ranks on the defensive side of the ball with Columbia
in 1990. And in 1993, he was named the defensive coordinator at Johns
Hopkins.

A product of the University of New Hampshire, Kelly earned a bach-
elor’s degree in physical education. He played quarterback and defensive
back for legendary coach Bill Bowes at UNH from 1981-84.

The Redskins did not turn the ball over in a game for the first
time since Week 17 of the 2012 season vs. Dallas.

The Redskins scored 21 first-half points, their most since re-
cording 24 points in the first half at Minnesota last season. In those
two quarters, the Redskins recorded 308 net yards, the team’s most
in a first half since Week 15 last season at Atlanta (320).

The Redskins’ 21-point lead in the second quarter was the team’s larg-
est first-half lead since leading the Dallas Cowboys, 28-3 (25 points), on
Thanksgiving Day in 2012.

The Redskins improved to 48-32-3 all-time in home openers, including a
30-15 record in home openers since the 1970 merger.

Sunday’s matchup between the
Redskins and the Eagles will mark
the 159th overall meeting between
the division rivals. This is the 158th
regular season meeting between the
Redskins and Eagles’ franchises,
not including two meetings in 1943
when the Eagles merged with the

Steelers to form the Phil-Pitt Steagles.

The Redskins lead the all-time regular sea-
son series 80-72-5. With exception of the 1943
season, the two teams have played a home-and-
home series every year since 1936. Including
a playoft win in 1990, the Redskins’ 81 com-
bined victories against the Eagles are their most
against any opponent.

PHILADELPHIA -- For the Philadelphia Eagles to go worst-
to-first in the NFC East, they had to win at home.

Bye-bye, losing streak.

Nick Foles threw for 298 yards and spun free for a touchdown, LeSean
McCoy ran for two scores and the Eagles snapped a 10-game losing skid at
Lincoln Financial Field with a 24-16 victory over the Washington Redskins
on Sunday.

A year after finishing 4-12 under Andy Reid, Chip Kelly had guided his
Eagles (6-5) to the division lead. They’re a half-game ahead of idle Dallas
(5-5).

The defending division champion Redskins rallied in the fourth quarter
but fell short, dropping to 3-7.

“I don’t look at it globally;” Kelly said. “We have five games in December
and we put ourselves in position where those games are meaningful. We'll
see where were at Dec. 297

The Eagles hadn’t won at home in 413 days since defeating the New York
Giants on Sept. 30, 2012. They’ll enter their bye week on a three-game win-
ning streak, having turned things around after consecutive home losses last
month.

“Not one person on this team was defeated,” Foles said. “Everybody in
our locker room believed we can win and if you feel that way, it's something
special. We have to keep the momentum going”

Down 24-0 in the fourth quarter, the Redskins rallied behind Robert
Griffin IIT’s TD passes of 62 yards to Darrel Young and 41 yards to Aldrick
Robinson and both 2-point conversions.

RG3 then drove the Redskins to the Eagles 18 before his pass off his back
foot was intercepted by Brandon Boykin in the end zone.

“I was trying to throw the ball in the back of the end zone,” he said. “It
didn’t get to where I wanted it to go. Obviously I was on my heels. Some-
thing I can definitely learn from?”

Foles didn’t throw any TD passes after tossing 10 in the past two games.
But he still hasn’t thrown an interception this year, extending his streak to
199 passes without a pick. Foles tied an NFL record with seven TD passes
in a win at Oakland two weeks ago and followed it with three more in a
victory at Green Bay.

McCoy finished with 77 yards rushing and 73 receiving. He leads the
NFL with 1,009 yards on the ground. Foles had a career-best 47 yards rush-
ing.

“We're all playing as one,” McCoy said. “Earlier in the year, the offense
was playing good and defense wasn’t or defense was playing good and of-
fense wasn’t. Now we're clicking.

The Redskins started their last drive at their 4 with 3:26 left after a 70-
yard punt by Donnie Jones. Griffin completed a 28-yard pass to Santana
Moss on third-and-25 and Washington eventually moved to the 18 before
the pick.

Griffin was 17 of 35 for 264 yards and ran for 44 yards.

“Took us until the fourth quarter to make a couple plays,” Redskins coach
Mike Shanahan said. “We had our opportunity at the end. Just couldn’t take
advantage of it”

A 33-27 win at Washington in the season opener kick-started the Kelly
Era and raised expectations in what was supposed to be a rebuilding year.
The Eagles lost the next three games before winning five of seven. Foles
replaced an injured Michael Vick in the first half of a victory at the Giants
on Oct. 6, and has led the Eagles to a 4-1 record since.

The Redskins couldn't generate much offense until Griffin connected
with Young after scrambling early in the fourth quarter. He hit Nick Wil-
liams on the conversion.

Robinson made a nice adjustment to catch Griffin's underthrown deep
pass for the next score, and RG3 dived in from the 2 for the conversion.

But Washington couldn’t complete the comeback.

Foles ran in from the 4 for a 7-0 lead, even showing some athleticism
with a spin move after getting hit at the 2 and then reaching for the end
zone. A 49-yard pass to McCoy set up the score.

One play after Brent Celek turned a tight-end screen pass into a 42-yard
gain, McCoy ran in untouched from the 1.

The Redskins drove to the Eagles 8 before Griffin was sacked by Connor
Barwin and fumbled. The ball popped straight up and was recovered by
Fletcher Cox.

The Eagles turned that into a 24-yard field goal by Alex Henery to make
it 17-0.

McCoy left briefly after injuring his right hamstring in the second quar-
ter and scored on a 1-yard run to put the Eagles up 24-0 in the third.

Game notes: LB Mychal Kendricks (knee), S Earl Wolff (knee), and CB
Bradley Fletcher (pectoral) were Philadelphia’s injured defensive starters. ...
Redskins TE Jordan Reed (concussion), DE Stephen Bowen (knee) and WR
Leonard Hankerson (knee) left the game. ... The Eagles lost their first four
home games this season.

When the Redskins arrived at FedExField in advance of their Week
2 game against the Jacksonville Jaguars, 36 years, 11 months and 6 days
had elapsed since the franchise set a team record with 10 sacks against the
Tampa Bay Buccaneers.

That stretch of time met a sudden and vicious end in Week 2 as the
Redskins dropped Jaguars quarterback Chad Henne 10 times to tie the
franchise record. The 10-sack game was the 31st by an NFL franchise since
1982 and the seventh since the turn of the century.

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DESEAN JACKSON

The Washington Redskins know first-hand what kind of
playmaking ability wide receiver DeSean Jackson possesses.
In six years as a Philadephia Eagle, Jackson faced the Red-
skins 11 times, catching 32 passes for 572 yards (17.9 avg.)
with five receiving touchdowns, his most receiving touch-
downs against any opponent.
So when Jackson hit the free agent market on March 28,
the Redskins were quick to act, signing the three-time Pro
Bowler on April 2. Now the Redskins and first-year head coach Jay
Gruden will set about finding ways to feature the dynamic seventh-year
playmaker as part of its arsenal of weapons in 2014.

“You want to get people involved. That's what the beauty of this of-
fense hopefully is - being able to spread the ball around,” Gruden said
during training camp. “We are able to get the running game involved, we
are able to get Andre Roberts, DeSean and Pierre Gar¢on their touches
and Robert [Griffin III] whatever he needs to do. Darrel Young, Jordan
Reed, even [Logan] Paulsen, we've got to try to get everybody involved”

Whereas Gargon, Jackson’s new teammate, turned heads in 2013 by
amassing an NFL-leading and team-record-setting 113 receptions a season
ago, it’s been Jackson’s explosiveness that has turned heads his entire career
since entering the league in 2008. In the last six seasons, Jackson leads the
NEFL in receptions of 50-plus yards (22) and total touchdowns of 50-plus
yards (17).

The duo of Gargon and Jackson produced the third- and fourth-most
receiving yards in the NFC a season ago, combining for 2,678 receiving
yards in 2013. With Gar¢on and Jackson comprising a one-two receiving
punch among Washington’s array of offensive weapons for 2014, the ques-
tion was posed to Jackson early in training camp: Will there be enough
touches to keep everyone happy?

“I'm sure that’s the question everyone will want to know. Honestly, me
and Andre [Roberts] were just talking about it earlier. It's very dangerous
and it’s very scary — I'd rather be on the team that has all the weapons,”
Jackson said. “With me, Tana [Santana Moss], Pierre, J-Reed [Jordan
Reed], Roberts, it’s so many options — Alfred Morris. There’s just so many
options that regardless of how you play it... If somebody doesn’t get dou-
ble teamed, another receiver is going to be open”

Jackson’s addition was called a “hand-in-glove” fit by Pro Bowl left
tackle Trent Williams, and it’s how Jackson fits both with and without the
ball that Gruden envisions helping the attack.

“Some days DeSean will have 10 catches for 200 yards. Maybe he will
have two catches for eight yards. We don’t know how it’s going to play
out, how the defenses are going to cover us,” Gruden said. “The coverage
should dictate where the ball goes and hopefully with the weapons that
we have, a certain guy can make a defense pay depending on how they
are playing us”

Jackson produced two games in excess of 190 receiving yards a season
ago and joined the Redskins following a season in which he posted ca-
reer highs in receptions (82) and receiving yards (1,332) and matched his
career high in receiving touchdowns (nine). In light of such productive
personal numbers a season ago, what expectations does Jackson have for
himself in 20142

“Honestly, man,” Jackson opined. “I just want to help my team win
games””

Prince George’s County, Maryland — home to FedExField
— quickly became Pierre Gar¢on’s county in 2013. The receiver
made himself at home in opposing secondaries in 2013 and
produced one of the greatest receiving seasons in the Redskins’
eight-decade history.

Washington signed Gargon on the first day of free agency
during the 2012 offseason, believing his speed and tenacious
on-field demeanor would add another dimension to the Red-

skins’ offense. Gargon was a difference-maker during the teams NFC East
title run in 2012, as the Redskins posted a 9-1 record with him in the lineup
and were 1-5 with him sidelined.

Gargon amassed 113 receptions for 1,346 yards and five touchdowns
in 2013. His 113 receptions broke Pro Football Hall of Famer Art MonKk’s
29-year-old team record for receptions in a season.

Gargon led the league in receptions in 2013 and became the first Red-
skin since Monk in 1984 to finish a season atop the NFL in receptions.

Gargon’s 1,346 receiving yards were the sixth-most in a season by a
Redskin all-time and the most since Santana Moss team record 1,483 yards
in 2005.

The numbers were not buoyed by any outlier performances either, as
Gargon became only the third NFL player since the adoption of the 16-
game schedule in 1978 to post at least five receptions in all 16 games of a
season, joining Jacksonville’s Jimmy Smith (2001) and Pittsburgh’s Antonio
Brown (2013). Gargon ultimately caught five or more passes in 17 straight
contests across the 2013-14 seasons, the longest streak in team history.

Gargon’s numbers and his acrobatic highlight-reel catches were worthy
of attention, but the Redskins’ coaching staff also tried to draw attention to
what Gargon — a ferocious perimter blocker — did for Washington’s pro-
lific rushing attack in 2013.

Gargon has made great strides to make sure his impact transcends the
football field. In the 2013 offseason, Gar¢on hosted an event that raised
more than $30,000 for the Boys & Girls Club of Greater Washington. In
2014, his second annual event raised more than $100,000.

“Were just coming together to help support the [organization],” he
told The Washington Post. “I grew up in a similar atmosphere, and if we
can help kids grow, and keep them out of trouble from the time they get
out of the classroom, and especially in the summertime... We're just trying
to raise money to help them out, keep their doors open so more kids can

benefit from it”

In addition, Gar¢on helped donate new football jerseys to one high
school in Washington, D.C., one in Virginia and one in Maryland. The ges-
ture was personal for the Division III Mount Union product.

“It just makes me happy that I could help out, especially in high school,
where for kids, it's a big moment in their lives,” Garcon told The Washing-
ton Post. “Having nice uniforms could make you play a little bit better and
hopefully help you earn a scholarship to play Division I football, and that
goes a long way between playing Division I instead of Division III, not hav-
ing to pay your loans and all that”

Gargonss interest in helping the young men and women of the greater
Washington, D.C. has been a staple of his time in burgundy and gold. Gar-
¢on is one of several Redskins players to have befriended 17-year-old Ju-
waan Espinal, a major Redskins fan from nearby Centreville High School
who is non-verbal and confined to a wheelchair as the result of cerebral
palsy. In September 2014, as told by WJLA, “Fans lined up outside a Pai-
sanos Pizza on Pershing Drive in Arlington to see Gar¢on. Each fan paid
$25 to meet him, with the money going to help the Espinal family.

With Gargon’s assistance, the community raised in excess of $26,000
to buy a special-equipped van for Juwaan and his family. Gar¢on surprised
Juwaan by driving the family’s new van onto the sidelines during halftime
of Centreville’s game on Sept. 12,

Gargonss off-field efforts have even carried him overseas, as he joined
Saints tight end Jimmy Graham and Dolphins punter Brandon Fields on a
USO tour of U.S. military bases in Afghanistan and the United Arab Emir-
ates in March 2014.
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GROUND AND POUND

Washington’s rushing attack was a point of pride during the 2012 sea-
son as the Redskins posted a team-record 2,709 rushing yards. In 2013,
the Redskins’ ground game was reminiscent of the 2012 attack that earned
Washington its first NFL team rushing crown since 1933. The Redskins
posted a Top 5 finish in rushing yardage in consecutive years for the first
time since doing so in three consecutive seasons from 1983-85.

Away from football, running back Alfred Morris might
be best known for his beloved car — a 1991 Mazda 626 he af-
fectionately names “Bentley” Mazda volunteered 275 hours of
work over four months to restore Morris’ famous ride, which he
bought from his pastor for $2 in college.

It’s been Morris himself that’s run like an old classic since
he entered the league in 2012. Morris was one of the engines
that drove the Redskins to their first team rushing title since

1933 in 2012. Morris ranked third in the NFC and fourth in the NFL in
rushing yardage in 2013.

Morris’ 2,888 rushing yards from 2012-13 ranked ninth-most in NFL
history among players in their first two seasons.

DON’T FORGET ABOUT ‘DRE

Forgot About Dre? The Redskins haven't.

Washington’s receiving corps likely received its highest-profile new ad-
dition on April 2 when the team inked free agent DeSean Jackson to a new
contract at Redskins Park. And while attention has followed Jackson’s every
move in burgundy and gold, the oft-overlooked signing of fifth-year vet-
eran Andre Roberts may be a critical component to the Redskins’ offensive
versatility in 2014.

Roberts was one of Washington’s most coveted targets in free agency,
becoming one of three players signed by the team within the first 24 hours
of free agency’s opening in March. He joined the Redskins having appeared
in 62 career games with 35 starts in Arizona from 2010-13, compiling 182
receptions for 2,123 receiving yards (11.7 avg.) with 11 receiving touch-
downs.

When his addition was announced March 12, Roberts was expected to
provide the Redskins a formidable one-two punch at receiver with record-
breaking receiver Pierre Gar¢on. But with Jackson’s arrival in April, Rob-
erts’ role was redefined.

Gargon and Jackson are expected to start at Washingtons X and Z re-
ceiver positions this season, but Roberts appeared to have seized control of
the team’s Zebra slot receiver spot from the outset of the offseason. Early in
training camp, receivers and coaches were effusive in their praise of Rob-
erts’ play out of the slot.

“He’s proven out there that he can play every position on
offense at the receiver spot — X, Z and Zebra man. He’s do-
ing a great job. We had every intent of him being the No. 2
receiver — DeSean fell in our lap - so now he is going to play
inside, which speaks to his versatility”

“T knew I was going to be involved on offense, it was just a matter of
how much and where they’re going to put me,” Roberts told Mike Jones
of the Washington Post during the offseason. “I'm not really worried
about that. I know I'm going to be a big part of this offense regardless
of where I am”

Roberts expects to be a big part of the offense, but his contributions
may not be limited to that side of the ball. Under new special teams co-
ordinator Ben Kotwica, there is a mutual desire between the Redskins
and Roberts for the 26-year-old to handle both kick and punt returning
duties this season.

“I'm one of those players when he gets the ball in his hands he can
make a big play;” Roberts told reporters during minicamp. “That’s what
I want to bring to this team as well, not just as a receiver but on special
teams”

ANCHORING THE LINE

In the midst of changes throughout the coaching staff during the 2014
offseason, the Redskins made the decision to retain Offensive Line Coach
Chris Foerster, a man who has presided since 2010 over a position group
whose heritage runs deep in team lore dating back to the beloved “Hogs” in
the 1980s and 1990s.

Since the start of the 2012 season, no offensive line in the NFL has
blocked for more rushing yards than Foerster’s big men.

Featured on the offensive line is Trent Williams, the now two-time
Pro Bowler who has blossomed from the fourth overall pick in the 2010
NFL Draft to one of the game’s premier left tackles. The Oklahoma product
nicknamed “Silverback” is often described as a freak athlete, an imposing
337-pounder who recorded a 34.5-inch vertical and 4.88 40-yard dash at
the combine four years ago.

It’s a breathtaking combination of size, speed and strength that often
leaves coaches, teammates and observers in awe. During training camp,
Head Coach Jay Gruden was asked if Williams’ ability with his feet is coach-
able to other players or if it was simply blessed.

“Yeah, that’s blessed,” Gruden said. “You can’t teach what Trent Wil-
liams has. He’s a giant of a man plus he’s got the feet of a ballerina, so that is
genetics right there at its finest.”

Williams has continued a tradition of strong left tackle play in Wash-
ington this century. Between Williams (2012-13) and former Redskins
great Chris Samuels (2001-02, 05-08), Redskins left tackles have been se-
lected to six of the last nine Pro Bowls.

“Trent through the years has become a true professional,” Foerster
said. “He continues to prepare and work hard every week... He’s just contin-
ued to improve everything trying to work on his complete game.”
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UNSUNG HERO

Darrel Young entered the NFL as a college free agent

= members alike, there was consternation in the 2014 off-
season about whether or not new coach Jay Gruden —
who did not prominently feature a fullback as Offensive Coordinator of
the Cincinnati Bengals — would have a significant role for Young. That
question was laid to rest early in training camp.

“I didn’t have Darrel Young in Cincinnati - if I had him, I would have
used him,” Gruden said. “He’s very versatile, he can run, he can catch, so
we're excited about having him... The personnel will vary but DY will be a
major part of this offense”

Gruden’s statements have proven prophetic, as Young has scored
touchdowns in each of the Redskins’ first two games this season, including
a one-yard touchdown plunge at Houston in Week 1 and a 20-yard touch-
down recpetion vs. Jacksonville in Week 2.

In Week 9 last season, Young helped the Redskins to an overtime win
against the San Diego Chargers, receiving five carries for 12 yards and three
rushing touchdowns, including a 4-yard walk-off touchdown in overtime.
The three touchdowns were a single-game career high for Young. Young
had entered the game with only one career rushing touchdown to his credit
— a six-yard score against the New York Giants on Dec. 18, 2011. He added
a career-long 62-yard touchdown reception two weeks later at Philadelphia.

As a blocker, Young has helped pave the way for a rushing attack that
gained a league-high 4,873 rushing yards on 972 carries across the 2012-
13 seasons. Among the beneficiaries of Young’s blocks is Alfred Morris,
whose 2,888 rushing yards from 2012-13 rank ninth-most in NFL history
among players in their first two seasons.

Young was a crucial component of the Redskins’ league-high 2,709
rushing yards in 2012, which broke the team record of 2,625 set in 1983.
The team broke the 200-yard rushing mark four times in 2012, tied for the
most in a season in team history since the 1970 merger. With Young, the
Redskins surpassed the 200-yard rushing plateau three times in 2013 as
well.

Though Young continues to adapt and thrive in his unsung hero role in
Washington’s offense, the “hero” label is nothing new to the Young family.
Young was raised in a military family, as his father served in the Army and
his brother, Sgt. 1st Class David Young Jr., has completed several tours in
the Middle East in recent years. Young has travelled overseas to visit troops
in order to show his appreciation for members of the military and has re-
peatedly been supportive of all members of the military.

The mentality of sacrifice and hard work that was ingrained in Young
while growing up in a military family established the foundation for his
success doing football’s so-called “dirty work” both as a fullback and as one
of the Redskins’ leaders on special teams.

If patience is a virtue, the Redskins were virtuous in the first round of
the 2011 NFL Draft, as the team opted to trade back from its No. 10 overall
selection to the 16th overall pick. With the 16th selection, the Redskins
used the pick acquired from Jacksonville to select Ryan Kerrigan, a then-
defensive end out of Purdue. In three-plus seasons, the end-turned-line-
backer has blossomed into one of the Redskins’ most consistent performers
and one of the league’s up and coming pass rushers.

Named to his first career Pro Bowl following the 2012 season, the
Muncie, Ind. native has registered 8.5 sacks in each of the past two seasons
after posting 7.5 in his rookie season in 2011. The 26-year-old who cur-
rently leads in the NFL in sacks has started all 50 regular season games and
one postseason game played by the organization since he was drafted.

In Week 2 of the 2014 season, Kerrigan launched a simultaneous as-
sault on Jaguars quarterback Chad Henne and the Redskins’ record book,
tying a franchise record by becoming the fifth player in team history to
record four sacks in a game. But more stunning than Kerrigan’s four-sack
outburst was the way the normally subdued man from America’s heartland
celebrated his first and fourth sacks of the day in the midst of a 41-10 win.

“[Linebacker] Will Compton has been kind of getting in my ear for a
while to do the Shawn Michaels from wrestling — the HBK;” Kerrigan said
of the inspiration for his celebrations. “All he kept saying was, ‘Hit the HBK,
hit the HBK? Finally, I did right by him and hit the HBK a couple times. On
the second and third ones, when I didn’t do it, he was giving me a bunch of
hell on the sidelines, like, ‘Why didn’t you do it? You need to trademark it’
I'm like, ‘Well, T can’t trademark it, it’s HBK,” But that’s where it came from.
You guys can thank Will Compton for the motivation for that one”

Kerrigan is one of six players selected in the 2011 NFL Draft to have
already reached 25 career sacks. San Francisco’s Aldon Smith (42.0), Hous-
ton’s J.J. Watt (37.5), Denver’s Von Miller (36.0), St. Louis’ Robert Quinn
(34.5), Kansas City’s Justin Houston (28.5), and Kerrigan (28.5) and have
combined for 207 sacks since entering the league together in the 2011 NFL
Draft. Beyond this sextet of pass rushers, only one other player drafted
since 2011 has more than 20 career sacks.

The Purdue product ended his college career tied for the Football Bowl
Subdivision record with 14 career forced fumbles, and his innate knack for
knocking the ball loose has translated to the NFL. Kerrigan has been cred-
ited with 11 forced fumbles in his young career and joins Ken Harvey (13),
Bruce Smith (11), LaVar Arrington (10), London Fletcher (10) and Marcus
Washington (10) as the only Redskins players since 1994 to post double
figures in career forced fumbles in burgundy and gold.

REDSKINS ALL-TIME SACK LEADERS

BRIAN ORAKPO

In the midst of their NFC East title run in 2012, the Redskins found
themselves without the services of linebacker Brian Orakpo for the team’s
final 14 games of the season after a torn pectoral muscle ended his season
in Week 2. Orakpo’s recovery and return was one of the defining storylines
during the 2013 offseason.

Orakpo’s renaissance season in 2013 was a resounding success. The
Houston native started 15 games for Washington, missing only the team’s
finale, and earned his third career Pro Bowl selection after he was credited
with 70 tackles by the coaching staff while accumulating 10.0 sacks, four
passes defensed, two fumble recoveries and an interception, which he re-
turned for a touchdown.

The man known simply as “Rak” entered the season needing half a
sack to reach the career 30-sack milestone, a plateau which he made distant
in the linebacker’s rearview mirror. He surpassed the 30-sack mark with
a sack at Green Bay in Week 2 and posted another nine sacks in the 12
games that followed. With 1.5 sacks at Atlanta in Week 15, Orakpo reached
10.0 sacks for the season, marking the first time he had posted double-digit
sacks in a season since setting a Redskins rookie record with 11.0 sacks in
his debut season in 2009.

In 2013, Orakpo passed Dave Butz (35.5) and Andre Carter (34.0) on
the team’s all-time sack list and, in Week 2 of the 2014 season, became the
fifth member of the Redskins to reach 40 career sacks (see below).

The former Texas Longhorn has been adept at getting his hands on
quarterbacks throughout his entire football life, but in Week 7 last year,
Orakpo had his first experience getting his hands on a pass. In the second
quarter of Washington’s win over the Chicago Bears, Orakpo intercepted
quarterback Jay Cutler and returned the pick 29 yards for a touchdown.
The interception and the defensive touchdown were both career firsts for
Orakpo, and according to Orakpo, the interception was the first of his life
at any level.

As with any 3-4 outside linebacker in today’s NFL, Orakpo is judged
primarily on his pass rush, but Defensive Coordinator Jim Haslett has gone
out of his way in recent years to credit Orakpo for his role in the run game.

In addition to his pass rush prowess and his ability against the run, in
the 2014 offseason, new Outside Linebackers Coach Brian Baker praised an
underrated aspect of Orakpo’s game.

“They are the best covering outside linebackers in this league,” Bak-
er said of Orakpo and Kerrigan during minicamp. “I was shocked when
I studied film to take the job how good those guys are in coverage... In
coverage, those guys are ridiculous. In coverage, 'm not messing those two
dudes up at all. They are fantastic, both of them.

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HOMECOMING FOR RYAN CLARK

Ryan Clark spent two years with the Washington Red-
skins from 2004-05, helping patrol a secondary that guided
the Redskins to a playoff berth and Wild Card round victory
in his last season in D.C.

Now 34, Clark has returned to the Redskins with a Super
Bowl ring and a Pro Bowl selection to his name. Immediately
after his signing in early April, observers noted the leadership
he could provide the team’s young corps of defensive backs,

and Clark has a theory why his name and the term “leadership” are so
often found adjacent to one another these days.

“I get talked to a lot about leadership,” Clark said during training
camp. “I'm just old”

The line drew laughs, but it’s the way the former college free agent
from LSU now entering the 13th season of his decorated NFL career can
lead by example that could prove most valuable to the Redskins’ second-
ary in 2014.

“I'm not like, ‘Hey, you have got to do it this way, or “You've got to do
it that way,” Clark said. “I think that falls on guys after you’ve played for
such a long time, but for me, we're all the same group. We're all brothers.
We're all trying to figure out how we can win games.”

Clark is expected to be more than just a teacher in his second tenure in
Washington. He joined the Redskins having previously appeared in 161
regular season games with 137 starts, compiling 807 tackles (562 solo),
52 passes defensed, 15 interceptions, five forced fumbles, six fumbles re-
covered and 3.5 sacks. He spent eight years in Pittsburgh from 2006-13
and played in 92 of a possible 96 regular season games from 2008-13 and
helped the Steelers to two Super Bowl appearances in that time frame,
including a 27-23 victory in Super Bowl XLIII.

The Marrero, La. native earned his first career Pro Bowl selection fol-
lowing the 2011 season, a season in which he started all 16 games of
the Steelers’ 12-4 campaign. One season later, he was named the Steelers’
2012 Walter Payton Man of the Year for his off-the-field community ser-
vice as well his on-field performance.

Fans and observers may do a double take when seeing Clark in the
Redskins’ secondary on the practice field, but not simply just because of
his return. Though Clark will wear No. 25 on Sundays, the former team-
mate of the late Sean Taylor continued his tradition of wearing No. 21 in
Taylor’s honor during training camp practices.

“Every time somebody asks me why I wear a different
number to practice, I get to tell Sean’s story. I get to tell
people about the guy I love. I get to tell people about the
guy who was possibly on his way to being the greatest
safety to ever play the game. And that got cut short. He
never got to realize his full potential. But it gives me the
opportunity to remind people of him.”

The No. 21 represents a solemn moment of reflection for the normally
gregarious Clark, who spent part of his offseason as an analyst for ESPN.
Given his outgoing personality and the trend of nicknamed secondaries
in the NFL, a reporter asked Clark if he cared to nickname Washington’s
secondary.

“No, we have no nicknames. All of that stuff is cute but I don’t care
about that, you know what I mean?” Clark said during training camp.
“We just want to win. If by the end of the season you could say the sec-
ondary for the Washington Redskins were winners, I think well take
that. That would be the most important thing”

D-HALL TAKES CHARGE

For years, Washington’s defense didn’t have to search hard
for a leader. Middle linebacker London Fletcher took command
in the huddle and in the locker room, but following Fletcher’s
retirement after the 2013 season, the unit found itself in need
of a unifying voice.

Enter DeAngelo Hall.

The 30-year-old playmaker at cornerback now in his 11th
year has made a career of matching up one-on-one with top re-

ceivers and coming up with game-changing plays. The never-shy and often-
brash Virginia Tech product seems ready to take the mantle of leadership.

“Its going to be the first camp in a long time that I haven't had a guy
like Fletch around, so definitely the onus is on me,” Hall said early in train-
ing camp. “Meeting with Jay [Gruden] this offseason he kind of stressed
that to me and I embraced it. I felt like I was ready for it. London, I tried to
stay in his hip pocket as much as possible, so I'm definitely up for the chal-
lenge. I understand it’s not about me, it’s about this team.”

Hall’s teammates aparently concurred, voting the Chesapeake, Va. na-
tive as the team’s defensive captain for the 2014 season.

Hall has been among the top playmaking cornerbacks in the league
since joining the Redskins in 2008. He has played 85 regular season games
with the Redskins with 80 starts, registering 444 tackles (according to
STATS, LLC), 23 interceptions, seven fumbles recovered, six fumbles forced
and a sack. His 23 interceptions since joining the Redskins on Nov. 7, 2008
are fourth-most in the NFL in that time frame.

After an offseason in which Hall publicly addressed his place among
active cornerbacks, Hall set out in training camp to clarify his beliefs about
the respect he believes his body of work should garner.

“As a corner if you don't feel like you're the best, you've got a problem
right there. I never said I was the best, I would be a fool to think 11 years
in I'm the best in the game right now;” Hall noted. “I definitely think I'm
pretty successful at doing what I do. Like I said, man, if you really watch
film, let’s go watch film and I put my film against any corner in the league
and we'll see what he does and we'll see what I do and we can go from there.
I definitely think that if you put me out there against a receiver, anyone of
them, TI'll take my chances. I never said I was the best, but I definitely feel
like I should be in the conversation”

The comments displayed the matured and refined Hall, who has grown
considerably from the player who was perceived as selfish entering the
league at 20 years of age. It's the new Hall that new coach Jay Gruden has
come to value as both a player and as a locker room presence.

“I did hear about DeAngelo Hall a little bit, some of the reputation,
some of the things that happened, the attitude that he has. But as a corner-
back, you kind of want some of that attitude, that cockiness, that confident
air about you as long as it doesn’t affect your play,” Gruden said. “He’s prov-
en the last few years that it doesn't affect his play and I think he’s calmed
down a little bit. He knows what being a pro is all about... We’re happy with
his leadership role and his accountability right now.”

Hall hopes to continue making a run at record books this season. His
23 interceptions as a Redskin rank 10th in team history. Last season, he
scored a team-record three defensive touchdowns. Hall became only the
second player in NFL history with at least four interception return touch-
downs and four fumble return touchdowns in a career (Ronde Barber).

11TH NFL SEASON // 1ST WITH REDSKINS

Jay Gruden was named the 29th head coach of the Washington Red-
skins on January 9, 2014.

Excluding interim coaches, Gruden, 46, became the team’s youngest
head coaching hire since hiring eventual Pro Football Hall of Famer Joe
Gibbs at 40 years of age in 1981. He became the first Redskins coach hired
directly from an offensive coordinator role on another team since Norv
Turner in 1994.

Before joining the Redskins, Gruden spent his previous three seasons
as offensive coordinator for the Cincinnati Bengals. In his tenure in Cin-
cinnati, the Bengals averaged 10 wins a season, making three consecutive
playoft appearances and earning an AFC North championship in 2013.
Members of the Bengals™ offense accounted for seven Pro Bowl selections
in his three seasons in Cincinnati.

Gruden was tasked with the development of quarterback Andy Dal-
ton, a 2011 second-round pick. In three seasons together, Gruden helped
Dalton to a 30-18 regular season record as a starter (.625), as Dalton’s 30
wins in that time frame ranked tied for fifth-most among NFL quarter-
backs. Dalton’s 80 passing touchdowns rank third-most in NFL history for
a quarterback in his first three seasons, trailing only Dan Marino (98) and
Peyton Manning (85).

Prior to joining the Bengals, Gruden served two years with the Flori-
da Tuskers of the United Football League from 2009-10. In 2009, Gruden
served as offensive coordinator under current Redskins defensive coordi-
nator Jim Haslett as the Tuskers compiled a 6-0 regular season record and
earned a UFL championship game berth. In 2010, he assumed the roles of
head coach and general manager and led the Tuskers to their second con-
secutive championship game appearance.

Gruden coached for seven seasons (2002-08) with the Tampa Bay Buc-
caneers, earning a Super Bowl championship ring as an offensive assistant
in 2002. There he worked under his brother, Jon, then the Bucs” head coach,
and current Redskins Executive Vice President/General Manager Bruce
Allen, the Bucs’ general manager from 2004-08. Gruden helped guide the
Buccaneers to the team’s first league championship, a 48-21 victory in Super
Bowl XXXVII.

Gruden also ranks among the most outstanding players and coaches in
the history of the Arena Football League, having won six combined league
championships - four as a quarterback and two as a head coach. Gruden
played quarterback (2002-03) and served as head coach (2004-08) of the
AFLs Orlando Predators, all while simultaneously working as an offensive
assistant with the Buccaneers. In all, Gruden served as head coach of the
Predators for nine seasons (1998-2001 and 2004-08), leading the Predators
to four championship game appearances and two league titles as a coach.
During a two-year hiatus from coaching the Predators in 2002-03, he re-
turned to the playing field as Orlandos quarterback, leading the Predators
to playoft appearances in both seasons.

In his eight seasons as a player in the AFL, Gruden completed 1,673-
of-2,775 passes (60.3 percent) for 21,578 yards with 398 touchdowns and
99 interceptions. In addition to his time with Orlando, he spent six seasons
(1991-96) at quarterback for the Tampa Bay Storm, winning four AFL titles
and being named MVP of ArenaBowl VII in 1993. He was also named the
1992 AFL Most Valuable Player and was honored with induction into the
AFL Hall of Fame in 1999.

Gruden played quarterback for four seasons for former Redskins draft
pick Howard Schnellenberger at the University of Louisville (1985-88) and
was a two-time team MVP.

Gruden was born March 4, 1967 in Tiffin, Ohio. He and his wife, Sher-
ry, have three sons — J.J., Joey and Jack.

6TH NFL SEASON // 5TH WITH REDSKINS

Sean McVay was named the Redskins’ offensive coordinator on January
15, 2014. McVay enters the 2014 season in his new role after three seasons
as the team’s tight ends coach (2011-13) and one as an offensive assistant
(2010).

In 2013, McVay was instrumental in the development of rookie tight
end Jordan Reed, who compiled 45 receptions for 499 yards - both Red-
skins’ single-season rookie tight end records — despite Reed playing in only
nine games. Under McVay’s tutelage, Reed joined Chris Cooley (2004) as
the only Redskins tight ends named to the PFWA All-Rookie Team. In ad-
dition, McVay helped tight end Logan Paulsen from an undrafted free agent
into a 30-game starter from 2010-13, with Paulsen increasing his reception
totals each season.

During Washington’s NFC East championship season in 2012, McVay’s
unit produced despite losing starting tight end Fred Davis to a torn Achil-
les tendon in Week 7. Davis had led the team in both receptions (24) and
receiving yards (325) through seven games before being placed on the
Reserve/Injured list. McVay guided a unit that provided reliable receiving
options on top of contributing significantly as blockers to the Redskins’
league-leading 2,709 rushing yards.

In 2011, McVay played an integral role in Davis’ emergence, as the then-
fourth-year tight end surpassed his previous career highs despite playing
in only 12 games. Davis caught 59 passes for 796 yards, the second-highest
total on the team in both categories. Before missing the final four games of
the season, Davis was on pace to set a franchise record in receiving yards by
a tight end and was on pace to post the first 1,000-yard receiving season by
a tight end in Redskins history.

McVay served as an offensive assistant to the Redskins in 2010, in addi-
tion to working with the tight ends during the final four weeks of the sea-
son following coach Jon Embree’s departure. The Redskins offense ranked
eighth in the NFL in passing yards per game (244.6) and tight end Chris
Cooley ranked second among NFL tight ends in receptions (77) and third
in receiving yards (849). The offensive unit also set a franchise record for
completions in a season (349), and registered a touchdown pass in 15 con-
secutive games for the first time in team history. The Redskins’ offense led
the NFL with nine completions of at least 50 yards, including one in four
consecutive games for the first time since 1987.

McVay joined the Redskins prior to the 2010 season after an undefeat-
ed regular season with the Florida Tuskers of the United Football League
(UFL), where current Redskins Defensive Coordinator Jim Haslett served
as the head coach. The Tuskers finished a perfect 6-0 before losing in the
UFLs inaugural championship game. McVay served as the Tuskers tight
ends coach in addition to working closely with the team’s running backs.
McVay originally entered the National Football League as an offensive as-
sistant with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 2008.

During his time in Tampa Bay, McVay worked closely with wide receiv-
er Antonio Bryant, who recorded career highs in receptions (83), receiving
yards (1,248), and touchdowns (seven), en route to winning The Sporting
News Comeback Player of the Year Award.

McVay graduated from Miami University (Ohio) where he played wide
receiver from 2004-07, earning Miami’s Scholar-Athlete Award in 2007. His
grandfather, John, served in various roles — including vice president/direc-
tor of football operations from 1983-94 - for the San Francisco 49ers from
1979-95, overseeing five Super Bowl championship squads and earning in-
duction into the 49ers Hall of Fame in 2013.

30TH NFL SEASON // 5TH WITH REDSKINS

Jim Haslett, who has experienced success in all facets of the National
Football League, including as a player, coordinator and head coach, enters
his fourth season as the Redskins” defensive coordinator in 2014 after hav-
ing joined the team on January 15, 2010. He is the only person to be recog-
nized as a College Football Hall of Famer (2001), AP NFL Coach of the Year
(2000) and AP Defensive Rookie of the Year (1979).

Haslett is a veteran of 29 NFL seasons, including nine as a player, 13
as an assistant coach and seven as a head coach. Upon joining the Red-
skins as the team’s defensive coordinator prior to the 2010 season, he im-
mediately began emphasizing the importance of turnovers after assuming
control of a unit that had produced only 71 takeaways in a four-year span
from 2006-09, the Redskins’ lowest in a four-year timeframe since the 1970
merger. In Haslett’s four years from 2010-13, the Redskins accumulated 105
takeaways, the team’s highest four-year total since recording 110 across the
2002-05 seasons.

In 2012, Haslett and his staff sent three linebackers to the Pro Bowl,
including second-team All Pro London Fletcher, who won the NFC Defen-
sive Player of the Month award for December. Haslett’s unit was in the top
five in the NFL in takeaways, rushing yards allowed and passes defensed
in 2012 despite losing two starters for the season in Week 2. The Redskins
finished fourth in the NFC and tied for fifth in the NFL with 31 takeaways.
The Redskins’ 31 takeaways were the team’s most since registering 34 in
2001. The Redskins had seven games in which they registered two or more
interceptions for the first time since 1999, coincidentally the last time they
were crowned NFC East division champs until 2012. The Redskins finished
the season as one of seven teams in the league to allow fewer than 100 rush-
ing yards per game (95.8), ranking third in the NFC, fifth in the NFL and
11th-best in team history.

In 2011, Haslett’s defense vastly improved in its second year in a 3-4
scheme, finishing as the 13th-ranked defense in the league after ranking
31st in 2010. His defensive secondary also improved to 12th in the NFL in
passing yards allowed per game (222.1) after ranking 31st (261.7) in 2010.
His unit produced 41 sacks in 2011, the most for the Redskins since 2000
(45).

Haslett was instrumental in helping transition veteran defensive line-
man Barry Cofield from a 4-3 defensive tackle to the nose tackle position
as well as help transition rookie linebacker Ryan Kerrigan to a two-point
stance after playing defensive end throughout college at Purdue. His tute-
lage of Kerrigan paid dividends instantly, as the rookie caused a turnover
in three of his first four career NFL games (one interception vs. NYG, and
a forced fumble in games at DAL and at STL) and was named the NFLs
Defensive Rookie of the Month for September. With Haslett’s revamped de-
fensive line of Cofield, free agent acquisition Stephen Bowen and a career-
best season from Adam Carriker, linebacker London Fletcher amassed an
NFL-high and career-high 166 tackles in 2011. Fletcher was also named to
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the Associated Press 2011 NFL All-Pro Team.

In 2010, Haslett transitioned the Redskins into a 3-4 scheme, a move
that helped the team increase its takeaways. The Redskins’ 27 takeaways
and 14 interceptions were both the team’s highest total since 2005. His unit
produced three Pro Bowlers, Fletcher, linebacker Brian Orakpo and cor-
nerback DeAngelo Hall, with Hall being named the game’s Most Valuable
Player. Hall tied a career high with six interceptions in 2010, including an
NFL record-tying four-interception performance at Chicago in Week 7.
Haslett’s scheme helped Orakpo become one of the league’s predominant
edge rushers, as Orakpo became the first Redskins player ever selected to
Pro Bowls in each of his first two seasons.

Haslett served as the head coach for the New Orleans Saints from 2000-
05 and was the interim head coach for the St. Louis Rams for a portion of
the 2008 season. Haslett previously served as defensive coordinator of the
New Orleans Saints in 1996, the Pittsburgh Steelers from 1997-99 and the
St. Louis Rams in 2006, 2007, and for the first four games of 2008 before
being elevated to head coach. Haslett spent the 2009 season coaching the
UFLs Florida Tuskers, which he led to a perfect 6-0 regular season record
and a championship game appearance and earning UFL Coach of the Year
honors.

During Haslett’s first head coaching stint, the Saints were 42-38 during
his first five seasons, including one NFC West Championship, with just one
losing season (7-9 in 2001). He was a unanimous selection as Associated
Press NFL Coach of the Year in 2000, when he led the Saints to their first
playoff victory in franchise history. He was also honored as NFL Coach of
the Year by The Sporting News and Pro Football Weekly.

Prior to becoming the Saints’ head coach, Haslett made his mark as
defensive coordinator in Pittsburgh, where he helped the Steelers win the
AFC Central division in 1997. In his three years there, Haslett guided his
defense to NFL rankings of sixth, 12th, and 11th, respectively. The units
were particularly stout against the run, leading the league twice, and fin-
ishing third once, in rushing yards allowed per attempt. Linebacker Chad
Brown, linebacker Levon Kirkland (twice), safety Carnell Lake (twice), de-
fensive tackle Joel Steed and cornerback Rod Woodson all earned Pro Bowl
selections under Haslett’s watch.

Haslett began his NFL coaching career as the Los Angeles Raiders’ line-
backers coach in 1993. After two seasons there, he took the same role in
New Orleans in 1996, before being promoted to defensive coordinator in
1997. Haslett also served as defensive coordinator for the World League
of American Football's Sacramento Surge (1991-92) and the University at
Buffalo (1989-90), where he joined the coaching profession in 1988 as line-
backers coach.

Haslett originally entered the NFL as a second-round draft choice of
the Buffalo Bills in 1979. As an inside linebacker, he would go on to win
Associated Press Defensive Rookie of the Year that season and followed it
up with an All-Pro selection in 1980. He played seven seasons for the Bills
(1979-85) and was later named to the franchise’s Silver Anniversary Team.
Haslett finished his playing career with the New York Jets in 1987.

Haslett was born December 9, 1955, in Pittsburgh, where he attended
Avalon High School. He played collegiately at Indiana University of Penn-
sylvania, where he was a four-time Little All-America selection, playing de-
fensive end and linebacker. He was inducted into the College Football Hall
of Fame in 2001.

Haslett is married to his wife, Beth, with whom he has three chil-
dren. His oldest daughter, Kelsey, is a Clemson graduate. His son, Chase,
is a quarterback at Indiana University of Pennsylvania, and his youngest
daughter, Libby, is entering her freshman year of college. The family cur-
rently resides in Ashburn, Va.

8TH NFL SEASON // 1ST WITH REDSKINS

Ben Kotwica was named as the Redskins’ special teams coordinator on
January 15, 2014.

Kotwica is entering his eighth NFL season after spending the first seven
years of his NFL career in various coaching capacities with the New York
Jets. Before assuming the role of coordinator in 2013, Kotwica assisted with
the Jets’ special teams in multiple roles across the 2007-12 seasons.

The Jets accounted for 10 combined kick and punt return touchdowns
during his time as an assistant, tied for most in the AFC and tied for sec-
ond-most in the NFL. The Jets averaged a league-best 24.6 yards per kick
return in those six seasons and had a kick returner finish in the Top 5 in the
NFL in kick return four times (Joe McKnight, 2012; Joe McKnight, 2011;
Brad Smith, 2010; and Leon Washington, 2007). Kotwica helped Leon
Washington earn his first career Pro Bowl berth as a kick returner follow-
ing the 2008 season.

In addition to his football career, Kotwica’s background includes his
time as a decorated officer who spent eight years in the United States Army
after graduating from the United States Military Academy at West Point.
His military career included operations in Bosnia-Herzegovina, Korea and
Iraq.

Kotwica was commissioned as a 2nd Lieutenant in the Aviation Branch
of the Army and was selected to fly the AH-64 Apache Longbow, the world’s
best attack helicopter. He was an Attack Helicopter Platoon Leader in sup-
port of the 82nd Airborne Division from 1998-2001, where he was respon-
sible for the health and welfare of 20 soldiers.

In 2000, Kotwica deployed to Bosnia-Herzegovina for eight months be-
fore returning to the states to attend the Aviation Captain Career course. He
completed the course in the top 10 percent of his class. Two years later, he
returned overseas to Camp Page, Korea where he served as a Military Intel-
ligence Officer for six months. In early 2003, he was selected to serve as the
Battalion Executive Officer for a unit comprised of more than 300 soldiers,
24 attack helicopters and more than $400 million worth of equipment.

In January 2004, he briefly returned to Fort Hood, Texas to serve as
the Training Officer for the 1st Calvary Division. Two months later, he
deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom II, serving as a Combat
Attack Helicopter Commander and flying more than 1,000 combat hours
in support of five maneuver Brigades within the 1st Calvary Division. His
missions included convoy security operations; VIP escorts for former Pres-
ident George W. Bush, former Secretary of Defense Donald Rumsfeld and
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former Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice; and search and destroy mis-
sions to suppress insurgent activities.

During his service, Kotwica was awarded with the Army Achievement
Medal, the Army Commendation Medal, the Meritorious Service Medal
and the Bronze Star.

Kotwica played at Army from 1993-96 and was a three-year starter at
linebacker. He was the captain of the only 10-win team in Army history,
leading the Black Knights to a 10-2 record and the program’s most recent
Commander-in-Chief’s Trophy in 1996.

Kotwica and his wife, Christina, have four children: daughters, Analyssa
and Arianna, and sons, Christian and Brayden.

19TH NFL SEASON // 1ST WITH REDSKINS

Brian Baker was named the Redskins’ outside linebackers coach on
January 15, 2014.

Baker joined the Redskins with 30 years of coaching experience to
his credit, the last 18 at the NFL level. Prior to coming to Washington, he
served as the Cleveland Browns™ outside linebackers coach, helping the
Browns finish third in the AFC and ninth in the NFL in total defense (332.4
yards per game).

Baker spent the 2011-12 seasons as the defensive line coach with the
Dallas Cowboys. Under Baker, nose tackle Jay Ratliff earned a Pro Bowl
selection in 2012, and Baker also contributed to the Pro Bowl selections of
linebackers DeMarcus Ware and Anthony Spencer as part of his responsi-
bilities overseeing the pass rush.

Prior to his time in Dallas, Baker spent two seasons as the Carolina Pan-
thers’ defensive line coach from 2009-10. In 2010, defensive end Charles
Johnson led the Panthers with 11.5 sacks, tied for the fourth-most in the
NFL. In 2009, defensive end Julius Peppers led the team with 10.5 sacks en
route to a Pro Bowl selection.

Baker spent three seasons coaching the St. Louis Rams’ defensive line
alongside current Redskins Defensive Coordinator Jim Haslett in 2006-08.
In 2008, his unit notched 20 of the team’s 30 sacks. In 2006, defensive end
Leonard Little tied for fifth in the league with 13.0 sacks, while defensive
tackle La'Roi Glover finished sixth among NFC defensive tackles with 5.5
sacks.

From 2001-05, Baker worked in various capacities for the Minnesota
Vikings, serving as defensive line coach in 2001 and 2004-05 and as line-
backers coach from 2002-03. He helped defensive tackle Kevin Williams
earn his first of six Pro Bowl selections following the 2004 season. That sea-
son, Williams recorded a career-best 11.5 sacks and was selected to the AP
All-Pro team. Along with Williams, defensive end Lance Johnstone totaled
11 sacks in 2004 to give the Vikings the third-most prolific sack duo in the
league that year with 22.5.

Baker was the Detroit Lions’ defensive line coach from 1997-2000, help-
ing defensive linemen Robert Porcher (1997 and 1999) and Luther Elliss
(1999 and 2000) earn Pro Bowl selections. In 1999, Porcher registered 15

sacks, the most by any Lion in a single-season since sacks became official
in 1982.

Baker made his NFL coaching debut as the defensive line coach with
the San Diego Chargers in 1996 after spending 12 years on the collegiate
level. He had stints at Georgia Tech (1987-95), Army (1986) and Maryland
(1984-85). While with Georgia Tech, the Yellow Jackets claimed the 1990
National Championship as the nation’s only unbeaten team with an 11-0-1
record.

A native of Baltimore, Baker played outside linebacker at the University
of Maryland from 1980-83 and helped the Terps win the Atlantic Coast
Conference in 1983. After his playing career, he helped coach outside line-
backers as a student coach and graduate assistant from 1984-85 and earned
a degree in marketing in 1985. Baker and his wife, Nevada, have three
daughters, Nicole, Jade and Jasmine.

Bradford Banta was named the Redskins’ assistant special teams coach
on February 4, 2014.

Prior to joining the Redskins, Banta spent six seasons with the Detroit
Lions in various coaching capacities. From 2012-13, Banta served as the
Lions’ assistant linebackers coach. Under his guidance in 2012, the Lions
linebacker corps of Stephen Tulloch, Justin Durant and DeAndre Levy led
the Lions in total tackles, finishing with 112, 103 and 81, respectively. In
2013, he contributed to a breakout season for Levy, who led all NFL line-
backers with six interceptions.

Banta served as the Lions’ assistant special teams coach for four sea-
sons from 2008-11. Banta helped John Wendling tie for first in the NFL in
special teams tackles over the 2010-12 seasons (51). Under Banta in 2011,
kicker Jason Hanson finished with 126 points, the fourth-best single-season
total in Lions history, and Hanson’s five 50-yard field goals made him the
first player in NFL history to kick 50 50-yard field goals in his career.

In 2010, the Lions kick return unit was the third-most improved unit
in the NFL in kickoff return average with 3.5 more yards per return than
in 2009. Detroit also had the NFLs 10th-most significant improvement in
punt return average in 2010 (8.8 avg. in 2009, 12.1 avg. in 2010). Detroit
had the fourth-most improved kickoff coverage unit, allowing an average
of 2.7 less yards per each kick return in 2010.
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Before joining the Lions as a coach in 2008, Banta spent the 2007 season
as a tight ends coach for the University of Tennessee-Chattanooga.

After being drafted by the Indianapolis Colts in the fourth round of
the 1994 NFL Draft, Banta spent six seasons with the Colts and established
himself as one of the league’s best long snappers. He joined the New York
Jets for the 2000 season before playing three seasons with the Detroit Lions
from 2001-03. He finished his 11-year playing career with Buffalo in 2004.

Upon his retirement from the NFL, Banta worked with George Wright
Construction, as a supervisor, for a year and in Chase’s Home Financial
Division for nearly two years in Chattanooga, Tenn.

Banta was a two-year starter at tight end at the University of Southern
California (1989-93) as well as a four-time letter-winner. He earned Hon-
orable Mention All-Pac 10 Conference honors as a junior and senior and
received his bachelor’s degree in communications with a minor in sociol-
ogy in 1993.

A native of Baton Rouge, La., Banta was a Parade All-American as a
senior at University High School and helped them to the state champion-
ship (1988) while playing tight end and linebacker. He and his wife, Amy,
have three children.

Malcolm Blacken enters his second season as the Redskins’ Director of
Player Development in 2014 after being named to the position on March
13,2013.

Blacken’s hiring served to start his third stint with Washington, having
previously served as a strength and conditioning coach for the Redskins on
two previous occasions (1996-2000 and 2010). In his last season in Wash-
ington in 2010, Blacken was responsible for assisting Ray Wright in all as-
pects of the Redskins’ strength and conditioning program.

From 2011-12, Blacken served as the Director of Speed, Strength &
Conditioning for the University of Colorado. He worked directly with the
football program on a day-to-day basis while overseeing the speed, strength
and conditioning needs of all 16 of Colorado’s varsity programs.

In between his first two stops in Washington, Blacken spent nine years
as Detroit Lions’ strength and conditioning coach from 2001-09. Blacken
was an assistant strength coach for the University of Virginia’s football pro-
gram in 1995 and worked with all other sports in the Cavaliers™ athletic
department as well. For three years (1992-94), Blacken served as the head
strength and conditioning coach for George Mason University, where he
oversaw the program for all of the university’s varsity sports.

Blacken began his coaching career at the University of South Carolina
in 1990-91 as the football program’s assistant strength and conditioning
coach.

Blacken graduated from Virginia Tech in 1989 with bachelor’s degrees
in art and physical education. He was a Hokies running back from 1984-88
and was a four-time letter winner. While at Virginia Tech, Blacken was a
two-time winner of the Super Iron Hokie Award (1987-88), which is given
yearly to the football program’s strongest player at each position.

Off the field, Blacken is an accomplished artist whose paintings have
been displayed across the country. Recently, he participated in the 2014
NFLPA Smocks & Jocks Jazz Brunch and Art Auction during Super Bowl
Week in New York City.

DEFENSIVE LINE

201TH NFL SEASON // 5TH WITH REDSKINS

Jacob Burney enters his fifth season with the Washington Redskins in
2014 after being named the Redskins™ defensive line coach on January 21,
2010.

In 2013, despite shuffling through defensive ends because of injuries
and a suspension, Burney oversaw a group that helped the Redskins rank as
the fourth-best in the NFL on third downs (34.0 percent). His unit was par-
ticularly disruptive in the run game, tying for second in the NFL in negative
rushing plays forced (72).

In 2012, Burney’s line helped the defense hold opponents to 95.8 rushing
yards per game, which ranked fifth in the NFL and was the 11th-best figure
in team history. Nose tackle Barry Cofield had a team-best 35 quarterback
pressures/hits as credited by the coaching staff. Cofield and defensive end
Stephen Bowen were both voted as defensive captains at midseason, after
which point the team concluded with a seven-game winning streak and its
first NFC East title since 1999.

In 2011, Burney’s defensive line surpassed their full-season sack output
from 2010 (9.0) by Week 7, finishing with 18.0 sacks on the year. The line
accounted for 44 percent of the team’s 41 sacks that season compared to 31
percent of the team’s 29 sacks from 2010. The defensive line helped make
the Redskins’ pass rush one of the most multi-faceted threats in the NFL in
2011. With defensive ends Stephen Bowen (6.0) and Carriker’s (5.5) sack
totals combined with linebackers Ryan Kerrigan (7.5) and Brian Orakpo
(9.0), the Redskins were one of only three NFL teams to have four players
with at least 5.5 sacks on the season.

Burney’s unit helped the overall defense improve to the 13th-ranked
defense in the league from 31st a year before. Carriker’s 5.5 sacks in 2011
surpassed his combined total of 3.5 sacks during his first four seasons in
the NFL. Cofield, playing at nose tackle for the first time in his career, led
all interior linemen with eight pass deflections, while helping free up line-
backer London Fletcher to lead the league in tackles with a career-high 166.

In 2010, Burney’s defensive line occupied offensive linemen to help free
Orakpo and Fletcher to make plays en route to Pro Bowl appearances. His
unit helped hold eventual Super Bowl champion Green Bay to 13 points in
a Week 5 overtime win, Green Bay’s lowest output of the season.

Prior to coming to Washington, Burney spent seven seasons in Denver
(2002-08), following stints with Carolina (1999-2001) and Cleveland/Bal-
timore (1994-98).

Over the course of Burney’s seven years in Denver, the Broncos allowed
the 10th-fewest yards and 12th-fewest rushing yards in the NFL. They
ranked in the top five in rush defense three times during that span.

In 2007, Burney’s group recorded nine takeaways (seven fumble recov-
eries and two interceptions), which led the AFC and ranked second in the
NFL among defensive lines. He was instrumental in the development of
2006 fourth-round draft pick Elvis Dumervil, who recorded 26 sacks over
his first three seasons, including 12.5 in 2007, his first year as a starter. That
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total was sixth in the league and Dumervil’s four takeaways tied for the
most among NFL defensive linemen.

Burney coached defensive ends in 2006 when Denver was one of just
three NFL clubs to have a trio of defensive ends register at least six sacks. In
2005, Denver finished 13-3 en route to an AFC West division title, thanks
in large part to a run defense that surrendered just 85.2 yards per game,
the second-best mark in the NFL. Twice that season the Broncos held op-
ponents to less than 20 yards rushing in a game.

Burney’s 2004 defensive line helped the Denver defense rank fourth
overall and fourth against the run. Defensive end Reggie Hayward racked
up a career-high 10.5 sacks, a figure that ranked third in the AFC that sea-
son. The year prior, in 2003, Denver also ranked fourth in the league in
overall defense, while defensive end Bertrand Berry racked up a career-
high 11.5 sacks and fellow defensive ends Hayward and Trevor Pryce had
8.5 apiece. Pryce was a Pro Bowl selection in 2002 in leading a defense that
finished sixth overall in the league and fourth against the run.

In Burney’s final two seasons in Carolina (2000-01), the Panthers reg-
istered 74 takeaways, which was the fourth-highest total in the league over
that period. In 2001, defensive end Mike Rucker registered a career-high
and team-leading nine sacks.

Before joining Carolina, Burney spent five seasons with Cleveland/Bal-
timore as defensive line coach. In his first year with the Browns in 1994, he
oversaw a defensive line that helped their defense surrender only 204 points
(12.75 per game), nine rushing touchdowns and 3.6 yards per rush attempt.
In his final season with the franchise, in Baltimore in 1998, Burney helped
develop defensive end Michael McCrary into a Pro Bowl starter, while the
defense ranked sixth in the league.

Before entering the professional coaching ranks, Burney spent 11 years
coaching on the college level, including stops at New Mexico (1983-86),
Tulsa (1987), Mississippi State (1988), Wisconsin (1989), UCLA (1990-92)
and Tennessee (1993). He coached the defensive line at each stop, except for
Mississippi State where he tutored the inside linebackers.

Burney was a three-time All-Southern Conference selection at Tennes-
see-Chattanooga, where he earned a bachelor’s degree in 1981. A native of
Chattanooga, Burney was born Jan. 24, 1959. He and his wife, Madrinna
Patton, have two sons: Jacob, who was a four-year letter winner at Bucknell
(2002-05) and Benjamin, who was an honorable mention All-Big 12 cor-
nerback as a senior at Colorado in 2009.

Shane Day joined the Redskins as an assistant offensive line coach on
February 4, 2014.

Day joins the Redskins with 13 years of coaching experience across the
high school, collegiate and professional levels. He spent the 2012-13 sea-
sons as the quarterbacks coach for the University of Connecticut. In 2013,
Day helped the Huskies reverse an 0-9 start to the season, helping the team
throw for seven touchdowns to only one interception in a three-game win-
ning streak to close the season after adding play-calling duties.

Day is a veteran of five NFL seasons, having assisted the San Francisco
49ers in a quality control role from 2007-09 and coaching quarterbacks
for the Chicago Bears from 2010-11. As a member of the Bears’ staff, Day
helped the Bears to an 11-5 record in 2010, securing an NFC North cham-
pionship and an NFC Championship Game appearance. He worked along-
side offensive coordinator and former NFL head coach Mike Martz during
his time in Chicago.

Prior to his time with the Bears, Day spent three seasons with the San
Francisco 49ers, helping the team’s quarterbacks in 2007, running backs in
2008 and offensive line in 2009. During Day’s time in San Francisco, run-
ning back Frank Gore gained 3,258 rushing yards, fifth-most in the NFL in
that three-year span.

Day was an offensive quality control coach at Michigan in 2005-06.
Among his duties in Ann Arbor were the evaluation of quarterback recruits
and the development of the quarterbacks already in the program. Day
helped the Wolverines earn a berth in the 2007 Rose Bowl against USC.

Day began his coaching career at Auburn (Wash.) Riverside H.S., where
he spent one season coaching the wide receivers (2001) and three oversee-
ing the quarterbacks (2002-04), adding the duties of offensive coordinator
during his final two years.

Day played collegiate football as a wide receiver at Rhodes College in
Memphis, Tenn., where he also lettered in baseball. A native of Manhattan,
Kan., he graduated from Kansas State in 1999 with a degree in English.

Day and his wife Christie are the parents of a daughter, Vivienne.

Chad Englehart is entering his fifth season with the Redskins as the
team’s assistant strength and conditioning coach.

Prior to joining the Redskins, Englehart served as the head strength and
conditioning coach with the Florida Tuskers of the United Football League
in 2009. He was a member of Redskins Defensive Coordinator Jim Haslett’s
staff, who at the time was the Tuskers’ head coach. The Tuskers finished
with a perfect 6-0 regular season record before losing in the UFLs inaugural
championship game.

In 2008, Englehart served as director of strength and conditioning at X-
Cel Sports Performance in Louisiana. Before that, he was head strength and
conditioning coach at HS2 Athletic Performance in Mandeville, La. (2007)
and at the University of New Orleans (2006).

Englehart holds an M.S. in human movement with a concentration in
corrective exercise from A.T. Still University. He also holds a B.S. in kinesi-
ology with a concentration in exercise science from Southeastern Louisiana
University. He is a certified strength and conditioning specialist with the
National Strength and Condition Association and is a Performance En-
hancement Specialist and Corrective Exercise Specialist with the National
Academy of Sports Medicine (NASM). Englehart also holds certifications
with USA Weightlifting and USA Track and Field in addition to a Func-
tional Movement Screen and TRX Suspension Training certifications as
well as a Fitness Nutrition Specialist certification from the NASM.

Englehart and his wife, Lyndsey, have two daughters, Blair and Elise.

22sT NFL SEASON // 5TH WITH REDSKINS

Chris Foerster is entering his 22nd season of developing some of the
game’s top offensive linemen in 2014 in his fifth season as Offensive Line
Coach of the Washington Redskins.

Foerster presided over the offensive line partially responsible for the
NEFLs top rushing attack across the 2012-13 seasons, helping the Redskins
amass a league-leading 4,873 in that two-season span. Washington (5.01)
was one of only two NFL teams to average at least 5.0 yards per carry across
those two years. In 2013, Foerster’s unit powered the Redskins to the fifth-
most rushing yards in the league (2,164) and helped the Redskins rush for
2,000 yards in consecutive seasons for the first time since 2005-06. He
oversaw the continued development of tackle Trent Williams, who earned
his second consecutive Pro Bowl berth for his play in 2013.

Foerster led a unit in 2012 that was maligned by many before the start
of the season but proved to be one of the league’s most productive and
most consistent groups. Behind Foerster’s unit, Washington rushed for a
team-record 2,709 yards, marking the franchise’s first team rushing crown
since 1933, the team’s second year of existence. The line was an integral
part of Washington’s first NFC East championship since 1999, blocking for
the team’s young backfield in 2012 that featured rookie quarterback Robert
Griffin IIT (who set the NFL rookie record for passer rating - 102.4), rookie

quarterback Kirk Cousins (who threw for a team-season-high 329 yards
in his only start) and rookie running back Alfred Morris (who became the
team record holder for rushing yards in a season - 1,613).

In 2011, Foerster played an integral role in developing an offensive
line that featured 10 different starting combinations in 16 games. Foerster
helped groom two rookies as starters, as undrafted rookie tackle Willie
Smith and seventh-round rookie guard Maurice Hurt started a combined
11 games for the Redskins in Weeks 9-16. The line helped pave the way
for three different rushers to compile a total of six 100-yard single-game
rushing performances, including three by rookie running back Roy Helu,
two by rookie running back Evan Royster, and one by running back Ryan
Torain.

During the 2010 season, Foerster molded an offensive line featuring
four new starters into a unit that helped Washington feature one of the
league’s most explosive downfield passing attacks. The protection of Foer-
ster’s line played an integral role in allowing the Redskins to lead the league
in 50-plus-yard receptions in 2010 (nine). He continues to help develop
left tackle Trent Williams, the team’s 2010 first-round pick (fourth overall),
who started 14 games as a rookie.

Prior to joining the Redskins in 2010, Foerster spent two years as the of-
fensive line coach of the San Francisco 49ers. In 2009, Foerster’s line helped
running back Frank Gore rush for 1,120 yards, the second-highest total
of his career and his fourth consecutive 1,000-yard season. Gore also set a
career high with 10 rushing touchdowns and earned his second Pro Bowl
selection.

Foerster was originally hired as the 49ers Co-Offensive Line Coach on
February 15, 2008 before assuming the title of Offensive Line Coach in
Week 8 of the 2008 season.

Foerster’s 2008 line helped pave the way for running back Frank Gore’s
third consecutive 1,000-yard rushing season, while also blocking for an of-
fensive unit that ranked fifth in the NFL in plays of 20-or-more yards (64).
In the final eight games of the season, the offensive line limited opponents
to two sacks per game after allowing four sacks per contest during the first
half of the year.

During his 21-year NFL coaching career, Foerster’s teams have com-
bined for 11 playoff appearances and two championship games. During that
time, he has coached at least one Pro Bowl player in 13 of those seasons.

Prior to joining the 49ers, Foerster spent three years (2005-07) as the of-
fensive line coach and assistant head coach for the Baltimore Ravens. Under
Foerster, 2013 Pro Football Hall of Fame inductee Jonathan Ogden made
the Pro Bowl in all three seasons. In 2007, the offensive line cleared the
way for running back Willis McGahee to rush for 1,207 yards, the second-
highest total of his career, and earn a trip to the Pro Bowl. The 2006 Ravens
offense set team records for fewest sacks allowed (17) and most wins in a
season (13).

Before joining the Ravens, Foerster served as the offensive coordinator
for the Miami Dolphins (2004), tight ends coach for the Indianapolis Colts
(2002-03) and offensive line coach for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers (1996-
2001). While in Tampa Bay, Foerster helped three players make a combined
five Pro Bowl appearances - Tony Mayberry (1997-99), Jeff Christy (2000)
and Randall McDaniel (2000). As the assistant offensive line/tight ends
coach for the Minnesota Vikings (1993-95), Foerster helped tutor Hall of
Fame guard Randall McDaniel, who earned Pro Bowl appearances in all
three seasons and was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 2009.

Now entering his fourth decade in coaching, Foerster has also previ-
ously made an impact in the collegiate ranks, serving as the offensive line
coach for the University of Minnesota (1992), assistant offensive line/spe-
cial teams coach for Stanford (1988-91) and offensive line coach for Colo-
rado State (1983-87). He began his coaching career in 1982 as a graduate
assistant at Colorado State after a successful career with the Rams as a cen-
ter from 1979-82. Foerster originally joined the Rams football team as a
walk-on before earning a scholarship as a sophomore.

16TH NFL SEASON // 2ND WITH REDSKINS

Ike Hilliard returned for his second stint as the Redskins’ wide receivers
coach on January 20, 2014.

Hilliard served in the same capacity with the Buffalo Bills in 2013, help-
ing mold a young group that included rookie second-round pick Robert
Woods (40 receptions for 587 yards with three touchdowns) and rookie
third-round pick Marquise Goodwin (17 receptions for 283 yards with
three touchdowns).

In his first stint with the Redskins in 2012, Hilliard guided the team’s
receivers to the franchise’s first division title since 1999. He integrated free
agents Pierre Gar¢on and Joshua Morgan into the offense, helping Gar¢on
lead the team in receiving yards (633 in only 10 games) and helping Morgan
lead the Redskins in receptions (48). Hilliard also oversaw the resurgence of
veteran slot receiver Santana Moss, who caught 41 passes for 573 yards and
eight touchdowns, his most since recording nine receiving touchdowns in
his first season in Washington in 2005. The group’s toughness on the perim-
eter also helped the offense rush for a league-best 2,709 yards, a franchise
record.

In 2011, Hilliard served as the assistant wide receivers coach for the
Miami Dolphins. He helped in the development of wide receiver Brandon
Marshall, who was selected for his third Pro Bowl and first as a member of
the Dolphins. Additionally, Marshall finished third in the AFC in receiving
yards with 1,214 and recorded his fifth-consecutive 1,000-plus yard season.

Prior to joining the Dolphins, Hilliard spent two seasons coaching for
the Florida Tuskers of the United Football League. Hilliard worked as a
volunteer coach with the Tuskers in 2009 under current Redskins Defensive
Coordinator Jim Haslett, who served as the team’s head coach. Hilliard was
elevated to the position of Receivers Coach for 2010 under current Red-
skins Head Coach Jay Gruden.

As a player, Hilliard was a first-round selection in the 1997 NFL Draft
(No. 7 overall). He played 12 seasons, eight with the New York Giants
(1997-2004) and four with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers (2005-08). In 161
career games (106 starts), Hilliard caught 546 passes for 6,397 yards and 35
touchdowns.

Hilliard played collegiately at the University of Florida from 1994-96,
catching 126 passes for 2,214 yards and 26 touchdowns. He earned first-
team All-SEC and All-America honors as a junior and, in the final game of
the season, finished with seven catches for 150 yards and three touchdowns
in leading the Gators to a 52-20 Sugar Bowl win to secure the schools first
national championship.

Hilliard is a native of Patterson, La.

RANDY JORDAN

RUNNING BACKS

11TH NFL SEASON // 1ST WITH REDSKINS

Randy Jordan was named the Redskins’ running back coach on January
26,2014.

Jordan is a veteran of nine NFL seasons as a player from 1993-2002,
appearing in 122 career games with the Raiders and Jaguars. He was the
recipient of the NFL Unsung Hero Award and the Ed Block Courage Award
in 2001 and served as special teams captain for the Raiders’ AFC Champi-
onship team in 2002.

Before joining the Redskins, Jordan spent two years as the running
backs coach at the University of North Carolina. In his first season with
UNC in 2012, Jordan’s Tar Heels averaged 193.8 rushing yards per game,
third-most in the Atlantic Coast Conference and the program’s highest av-
erage since 1994. That season, he tutored tailback Giovani Bernard — who
played for current Redskins Head Coach Jay Gruden in Cincinnati in 2013
- to one of the best seasons in UNC history, helping Bernard average 122.8
rushing yards per game, most in the ACC and 11th in the nation.

Jordan was part of an offensive staff that helped Carolina set more than
35 school records, including total points, points per game and total offense.

Jordan coached running backs at Texas A&M for four seasons from
2008-11. In 2011, the Aggies averaged 199.1 rushing yards per game,
fourth-most in the Big 12 Conference, and had two different backs - Cyrus
Gray and Christine Michael - finish among the top five in the conference
in rushing yards per game. Under Jordan’ tutelage, Gray was a three-time
All-Big 12 performer and exiting ranking third in conference history in
all-purpose yards.

Jordan came to Aggieland from the University of Nebraska where he
served as the running backs coach for the Cornhuskers from 2004-07. Jor-
dan helped shape the I-back position, coaching two 1,000-yard rushers in
Cody Ross in 2004 and Marlon Lucky in 2007. He oversaw a committee
of backs in 2006 that produced nearly 2,400 rushing yards and 26 rushing
touchdowns, as an improved effort on the ground helped NU move from
107th in 2005 to 23rd nationally in rushing offense in 2006.

Jordan began his coaching career with the Oakland Raiders as a special
teams assistant midway through the 2003 season. He played nine years in
the NFL as a running back, playing in 122 career games from 1993 through
2002. He began his career with the Los Angeles Raiders before joining the
expansion Jacksonville Jaguars in 1995 and playing three seasons. Jordan
holds the distinction of scoring the very first touchdown for the Jackson-
ville club, a 71-yard reception against Cincinnati in 1995.

After the 1997 season, Jordan rejoined the Raiders’ organization where
he played five more seasons. In 1998, Jordan rushed for 159 yards for the
Raiders. He had a career-high 213 yards rushing and three touchdowns in
helping the Raiders reach the AFC Championship Game in 2000. He also

caught 27 passes for 299 yards and a touchdown that same season.

Jordan finished his career with 574 yards rushing and seven touch-
downs, while making 58 catches for 596 yards and two touchdowns. Jordan
was also a standout special teams player. He finished his career with 801
yards on 38 career kick returns, including a season best of 553 yards on
26 returns for Jacksonville in 1996. He also recorded 64 career tackles on
special teams.

Jordan played for the University of North Carolina and head coach
Mack Brown from 1989-92. He earned three letters for the Tar Heels rush-
ing for 1,134 yards and nine touchdowns in his career, including 618 yards
and seven touchdowns in 1991.

Jordan earned his degree in speech communication from North Caro-
lina in 1993. He was born in Manson, N.C. Jordan and his wife, Romonda,
have a daughter, Raven, and two sons, Jalen and Justin.

16TH NFL SEASON // 5TH WITH REDSKINS

Entering his 16th NFL season in 2014, Paul Kelly begins his fifth as the
Redskins’ Director of Football Operations. Kelly, who was named to the
post on February 16, 2010, will work directly with Head Coach Jay Gruden
and is responsible for coordinating the team’s daily operations, including
all travel and accommodations for home and away games, managing all
football department budgets, coordination of training camp logistics and
managing the year-round football schedule.

Additionally, Kelly serves as the coaching staff’s liaison on all matters
relating to the athletic training, equipment, video and the public relations
departments, serving as the point of communication in administering ev-
ery Redskins practice and team function, including all mini-camps, OTA
days and training camp.

The 2012 season represented the third season in which Kelly had over-
seen football operations for the Redskins, ending the season as NFC East
champions.

Kelly previously spent five seasons with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers
(2004-08) and six seasons with the Oakland Raiders (1998-2003). He spent
the 2009 season assisting the broadcast team of ESPN’s Monday Night
Football.

In his five seasons with the Buccaneers, Kelly worked directly with Head
Coach Jon Gruden in organizing football operations for the club and di-
rected many of the day-to-day operations of the team. During Kelly’s five
seasons as a member of the Buccaneers’ staff, the Buccaneers captured NFC
South titles in 2005 and 2007.

Kelly spent six seasons (1998-2003) as an assistant on the Oakland
Raiders coaching staff, which included three consecutive Division Champi-
onships (2000, 2001 & 2002). In 2002, he helped Head Coach Bill Callahan
guide Oakland to its first Super Bowl appearance in 19 years as the Raiders

represented the AFC in Super Bowl XXXVII.

Kelly graduated with a degree in business administration with an em-
phasis in new ventures and small business management from California
State University Hayward in 1990. Prior to joining the Raiders, he owned
and managed his own San Francisco Bay Area-based businesses.

Kelly and his wife, Catherine, have three children. His oldest, Colin, is a
student at William & Mary. His daughter Lauren and son, Hunter, are high
school students.

RAHEEM MORRIS

DEFENSIVE BACKS

12TH NFL SEASON // 3RD WITH REDSKINS

Raheem Morris is entering his third season with the Washington Red-
skins after having been hired as the team’s defensive backs coach on January
23,2012.

In 2012, Morris’ unit helped the defense finish fourth in the NFC and
tied for fifth in the NFL with 31 takeaways, surpassing their total of 21 from
2011. The Redskins defense scored four defensive touchdowns for the first
time since 1999, including two from the secondary. Morris oversaw a unit
that tied a league-high in passes defensed (94) and ranked fifth in the NFC
in interception rate (3.3 percent).

From 2009-11, Morris was the head coach of the Tampa Bay Bucca-
neers after having been hired as the league’s youngest head coach in 2009.
In 2010, his team finished with a 10-6 record one season removed from
finishing 3-13, marking the best single-season turnaround in the NFL in
2010 and the largest turnaround in Buccaneers’ history.

Prior to his tenure as head coach, Morris served in multiple capacities
with the Buccaneers during two different stints with the team. He spent two
seasons as the team’s defensive backs coach from 2007-08, during which
time the Buccaneers allowed only 170.5 passing yards per game, the lowest
total in the NFC and the second-lowest total in the league. In those two sea-
sons, the Buccaneers totaled 22 interceptions, tied for the most in the NFC.

Morris spent one year as the defensive coordinator at Kansas State Uni-
versity in 2006. Morris helped garner conference recognition for seven
players on his defensive unit, including two first-team All-Big 12 honorees
and one second-team selection.

Morris’ NFL coaching debut came in 2002, when he served as the de-
fensive quality control coach for the Buccaneers en route to the team’s first
championship in Super Bowl XXXVII. That season, the Buccaneers’ de-
fense allowed a league-low 12.3 points per game, the third-lowest average
allowed by an NFL team since 2000. He served as a defensive assistant in
2003 and as an assistant defensive backs coach from 2004-05.

During his 10 seasons with the Buccaneers, Tampa Bay finished ranked
in the Top 5 in the NFL in total defense five times, including No. 1 rankings
in 2002 and 2005. Additionally, the defense finished as the top-ranked pass
defense on three occasions (2002, 2004 and 2007) and seventh or better in
seven of 10 seasons with Morris on the staff.

Morris began his collegiate coaching career as an undergraduate as-
sistant coach at Hofstra in 1998, where he was responsible for coaching
the offensive scout team, developing scouting reports and handling video
breakdown and computer input and analysis. He then landed at Cornell
University as defensive backs coach and special teams assistant for the 1999
season. Morris joined Tampa Bay after spending 2000-01 seasons as defen-
sive backs coach at Hofstra University. He also spent time in the fall of 2001
with the New York Jets, serving a defensive minority internship.

Morris played collegiately as a safety at Hofstra from 1994-97, and re-
ceived his Bachelor of Science degree in physical education. Morris, an Ir-
vington, N.]. native, was presented the Key to the City in his hometown
during “Raheem Morris Day” on June 5, 2009.

KIRK OLIVADOTTI

INSIDE LINEBACKERS

12TH NFL SEASON // 12TH WITH REDSKINS

Kirk Olivadotti was named the Redskins’ inside linebackers coach on
January 16, 2014.

Olivadotti returned to the Redskins — with whom he spent 11 NFL sea-
sons in various capacities from 2000-10 - after three years coaching inside
linebackers at the University of Georgia from 2011-13. Olivadotti is one of
11 members of the Redskins’ assistant coach honor roll, which recognizes
coaches with at least 10 seasons of service as an assistant in Washington.

At Georgia, Olivadotti coached a linebacker corps that produced NFL
draft picks Jarvis Jones and Alec Ogletree. The Bulldogs averaged 10 wins a
season in Olivadotti’s three years, including ending the 2012 season with a
12-2 record and a No. 5 national ranking.

During Olivadotti’s initial 11-season stint with the Redskins, Washing-
ton finished in the top 10 in the NFL in overall defense on eight occasions.
The Redskins allowed an average of 313.1 yards per game in Olivadotti’s 11
years on staff, fourth-fewest in the NFC and seventh-fewest in the NFL in
that time frame.

In 2009, he tutored a pair of linebackers to their first Pro Bowl in Lon-
don Fletcher, who earned his initial trip in his 12th season, and Brian Or-
akpo, who was one of four NFL rookies selected. Fletcher led the Redskins
in tackles with 172 and added two sacks, one interception and 10 passes
defensed. He eclipsed the 100-tackle mark for the 11th consecutive season.

Orakpo became the first Redskins defensive rookie to make the Pro
Bowl since the 1970 merger. He is only the second Redskins rookie to be
chosen, joining kick returner Tony Green (1978). Orakpo finished with
60 tackles, including three for loss, 11 sacks for 76 yards lost, one forced
fumble and two passes defensed. He led all rookies in sacks and tied for
most among NFC linebackers with Dallas’ DeMarcus Ware. Orakpo’s 11
sacks finished tied for seventh in the NFL and fourth in the NFC, and set
the franchise rookie record, surpassing the previous mark of six by Dean
Hamel (1985) and Andre Collins (1990).

In 2008, Olivadotti’s linebackers played a pivotal role in Washington
ranking fourth overall in yards allowed per game (288.8), sixth in points al-
lowed per game (18.5) and eighth in rushing yards allowed per game (95.4
yards).

The previous year, in Olivadotti’s first season as linebackers coach,
Washington finished eighth in the NFL in overall defense (305.3 yards per
game) and fourth in the league in rush defense (91.3 yards per game). The
tandem of Fletcher (156 tackles) and Rocky McIntosh (105 tackles) finished
as the team’s top tacklers.

Throughout his NFL coaching career, Olivadotti has worked with some
of the best defensive minds in the NFL, including Ray Rhodes, Marvin
Lewis, Gregg Williams, Greg Blache and Jim Haslett. Olivadotti began his
NFL coaching career with the Redskins in 2000 as a defensive quality con-
trol coach. He served in that role for four seasons and also helped coach the
defensive backs.

He continued as quality control coach in 2004, but also took on a role
assisting the Redskins’ special teams units. In 2006, Olivadotti’s role ex-
panded to working with the Redskins’ defensive line.

Olivadotti began his coaching career on the college level, working with
wide receivers and tight ends at Maine Maritime for one season (1997). He
moved to Indiana State as an assistant coach for two years (1998-99) before
making the transition to Washington and the NFL.

Olivadotti was a four-year letter winner as a wide receiver at Purdue
from 1993-96. He earned his bachelor’s degree in education and his mas-
ter’s degree in education administration, both from Purdue. He is the son
of Tom Olivadotti, a long-time defensive coach in the NFL with Cleveland,
Miami, Minnesota, the New York Giants and Houston. Kirk and his wife,
Keely, have a daughter, Kasyn, and a son, Kruz.

Jake Peetz joined the Redskins as an offensive quality control coach on
February 4, 2014.

Peetz spent the 2013 season as an offensive analyst for the football pro-
gram at the University of Alabama, assisting the quarterbacks and helping
the Crimson Tide to an 11-2 record. Alabama spent the first 13 weeks of the
season as the nation’s top-ranked team and boasted the nation’s consensus
top recruiting class for 2014, according to Rivals.com, ESPN.com, Scout.
com and 247sports.com.

Peetz spent five seasons with the Jacksonville Jaguars from 2008-12. He
initially joined the Jaguars as a scouting assistant in May 2008 and later was
named the team’s BLESTO scout in June 2010. In 2012, the team named
Peetz as an offensive assistant, where he assisted quarterbacks coach Greg
Olson with the quarterbacks in addition to handling quality control duties.

Peetz began his college coaching career in 2006 at Santa Barbara City
College, where he served as the safeties coach and strength & condition-
ing coordinator. He served as a defensive quality control coach at UCLA
in 2007 and moved to offensive quality control in 2008, assisting offensive
coordinator Norm Chow with the quarterbacks before joining the Jaguars
in May 2008.

Peetz earned his bachelor’s degree in Exercise Science in December of
2005 while playing football at the University of Nebraska. A walk-on, Peetz
served in a reserve role on in the Husker secondary and on special teams.

Wes Phillips was named the Redskins’ tight ends coach on January 17,
2014.

Prior to joining the Redskins, Phillips spent seven season in various
capacities with the Dallas Cowboys. He joined Dallas in 2007 as the club’s
quality control/offensive assistant coach before relinquishing his role as a
quality control coach in 2011 to become the club’s assistant offensive line
coach in addition to continuing to assist special teams. In 2013, Phillips was
named the tight ends coach, helping Jason Witten post the second-most
touchdowns in a season in his career (eight).

In 2012, Phillips assisted with an offensive line that helped the Cowboys
finish with 5,994 net yards, the third-most in a season in franchise history,
and set a single- season club record with 4,729 passing yards despite having
Phil Costa, the team’s starting center, for only three games. In 2011, the unit
integrated new starters at four of the five positions, helping Tony Romo
post his third career 4,000- yard season while rookie running back DeMar-
co Murray established a single-game team rushing record with a 253-yard
performance against St. Louis (10/23).

In Phillips’ four seasons as Dallas’ quality control/offensive assistant
coach from 2007-10, the Cowboys’ offense posted total yardage numbers
ranking in the Top 10 in team history three times, including setting sin-
gle-season club records in 2010 that included 6,390 yards of total offense
- marking the first time a Cowboys team topped 6,000 yards in a season
in team history - and 4,287 passing yards. The offense as a whole finished
second in the league in total offense, averaging 399.4 yards per game.

Before landing in Dallas, Phillips coached quarterbacks at Baylor in
2006. His work with quarterback Shawn Bell paid dividends as Bell estab-
lished school single-season records despite missing the final three games
with a knee injury.

Prior to his one-year stint at Baylor, Phillips spent two seasons as the
quarterbacks coach at West Texas A&M University. The Buffaloes celebrat-
ed their most successful season in almost 55 years in 2005, finishing 10-2
to post their first winning season since 1998 and the program’s first 10- win
season since 1950. WTAMU won the Lone Star Conference with an 8-1
record, its first league title since 1986 and advanced to the quarterfinals of

the NCAA D-II Playoffs for the first time in school history.

Phillips was an assistant coach at WTAMU and helped the school lead
the 2005 Division II ranks in passing offense, racking up 363.8 yards-per-
game. He tutored quarterback Dalton Bell, a finalist for the Harlon Hill
Trophy, which goes to the top Division II player.

Prior to joining the WTAMU staff, Phillips spent one season as a stu-
dent assistant coach at his alma mater, UTEP, and played two seasons at
quarterback for the San Diego Riptide of the af2.

A three-year letterwinner at UTEP (1999-2001), Phillips was a mem-
ber of the 2000 Miners team that shared the WAC title, posted the school’s
highest win total in more than a decade and played in the Humanitarian
Bowl. Phillips left the collegiate ranks among the schools single-season
leaders in both pass efficiency (ninth - 120.0 in 2001) and completion per-
centage (eighth - 55.6 in 2001).

Phillips received his degree in philosophy from UTEP in 2001. Phillips
and his wife, Anna, were married in 2009 and have one daughter, Ivy, and
a son, Mac.

Aubrey Pleasant is entering his second season with the Redskins and his
first as a defensive quality control coach in 2014. He served as an offensive
assistant in his first season in Washington in 2013.

Following the 2012 NFL season, Pleasant was an offensive staff/head
coach intern for the Cleveland Browns before joining the Redskins. Prior
his time in Cleveland, he spent two years with the University of Michigan
as a defensive graduate assistant, helping the team appear in back-to-back
bowl games. Working specifically with the defensive backs in 2011, Michi-
gan allowed 190.5 yards passing per game and 17.4 points per game, rank-
ing No. 16 and sixth in the nation, respectively. Michigan’s total defense
improved to No.17 in the nation (322.2 ypg.) after ranking No. 110 (450.8
ypg.) in the year prior to Pleasant’s arrival. Michigan’s defense allowed only
12 touchdown passes, led the Big Ten with 29 takeaways and tied for first in
Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) with 20 fumble recoveries.

In 2012, Pleasant was promoted to Assistant Defensive Backs Coach,
helping Michigan’s total defense (320.0 ypg.) and passing yards allowed
(169.5 ypg.) improve to No. 13 and No. 5 in the country, respectively. Fol-
lowing Michigan’s 2012 season, Pleasant was one of 30 coaches nationwide
invited to the NCAA Future Football Coaches Academy in San Antonio.

Pleasant coached defensive backs at Grand Blanc (Mich.) H.S. in 2010
and was a behavioral specialist/special needs teacher in the Flint (Mich.)
Community School District. His duties included working directly with
cognitively-impaired and academically-neglected adult students to help
educate them within the Flint school district.

Pleasant was a three-year letterman at Wisconsin from 2005-08, ap-

pearing in 41 career games with 14 starts at safety. He finished his collegiate
career with 80 tackles, 4.5 tackles for loss, two sacks, one forced fumble and
appeared in four consecutive bowl games: Capitol One (2005 and 2006),
Outback (2007) and Champs Sports (2008). Pleasant received a master’s
degree in education while coaching at Michigan and earned his bachelor’s
degree in sociology from Wisconsin in 2009.

Pleasant is a native of Flint, Mich., where he graduated from the city’s
Montrose H.S., receiving Class B all-state honorable mention honor at
safety his senior year.

Started at quarterback and registered his first fourth-quarter comeback
win at TB (9/30). Finished the game 26-of-35 for 323 yards (all career
highs) and added seven carries for 43 yards and a touchdown on the
ground. Engineered a seven-play, 56-yard drive in 1:39 to set up Billy Cun-
diff for a 41-yard game-winning field goal with three seconds remaining.
Scored his fourth rushing touchdown of the season on a five-yard run in
the second quarter, tying Joe Theismann (1979) and Eddie LeBaron (1955)
for the Redskins record of rushing touchdowns by a quarterback in a single
season. Became the sixth NFL quarterback since the 1970 merger to regis-
ter at least four rushing touchdowns in the first four games of a season,
joining Cam Newton (2011), Kordell Stewart (1997), Bubby Brister (1988),
Steve Grogan (1976) and Terry Bradshaw (1972). With 1,170 passing yards
through four games, joined Cam Newton (2011) and Ryan Tannehill
(2012) as the only players to reach 1,000 passing yards in their first four
games of their rookie seasons. His 300-yard passing performance was the
second of his career and the 100th by a Redskins quarterback in team his-
tory... Started vs. ATL (10/7) and completed 10-of-15 passes for 91 yards
before exiting the game in the third quarter with a head injury. Rushed
once for seven yards, giving him 241 on the season, breaking Sammy
Baugh’s team record for rushing yards by a rookie quarterback in a season
(240 in 1937)... Started vs. MIN (10/14) and completed 17-of-22 passes for
182 yards and a touchdown. Also tied a career high in rushing attempts
(13) and set a career high with 138 rushing yards with two rushing touch-
downs.

Broke the team record for rushing yards by a quarterback in a single sea-
son, surpassing Harry Gilmer, who had 365 rushing yards in 1952 and saw
action at both quarterback and left halfback in that season (the previous
high by a Redskins player who played strictly quarterback was Joe Theis-
mann, who rushed for 314 yards in 1984). Ended the evening with a 76-
yard touchdown run, the longest by a quarterback in team history and the

longest by an NFL quarterback since Pittsburgh’s Kordell Stewart rushed
for an 80-yard touchdown against Carolina on Dec. 22, 1996. The run was
the longest by any Redskin since Clinton Portis had a 78-yard run vs. the
Kansas City Chiefs on Oct. 18, 2009. Became only the second individual
quarterback in team history with at least one rushing touchdown and one
passing touchdown in three games three times in a season since 1950 (Joe
Theismann, 1980). Joined Michael Vick as the only NFL quarterbacks since
1970 to rush for at least 130 yards and two touchdowns in a game. His six
rushing touchdowns are the most by a Redskins quarterback in a single
season in team history. He was previously tied with Joe Theismann (1979)
and Eddie LeBaron (1955)... Started at NYG (10/21) and completed 20-of-
28 passes for 258 yards with two touchdowns, and added 89 rushing yards
on nine carries (9.9 avg.). Had a 108.9 passer rating, marking the third time
he had eclipsed 100.0 in a game... Started at PIT (10/28), completing 16-of-

His four passing touchdowns are the most in a
single game by a Redskins quarterback on Thanksgiving Day, surpassing
the three Thanksgiving Day touchdowns thrown by Jim Ninowski (Nov. 28,
1968) and Danny Wuerffel (Nov. 28, 2002). Griffin IIT’s 304 yards are also
the most by a Redskins quarterback on Thanksgiving Day, surpassing
Ninowski’s 280...

TEXANS 17, REDSKINS 6

HOUSTON - The Washington Redskins opened their 83rd season in franchise history on Sunday but fell to the Houston Texans, 17-6, in front of an an-
nounced crowd of 71,770 people at NRG Stadium.

The game was the NFL head coaching debut of Redskins Head Coach Jay Gruden, who began the 29th head coaching tenure in franchise history. Gruden
and Texans Head Coach Bill O'Brien faced one another in the first NFL season opener between two first-year head coaches since Al Groh’s New York Jets and
Mike Sherman’s Green Bay Packers faced one another in Week 1 of the 2000 season.

Quarterback Robert Griffin III started and completed 29-0f-37 passes for 267 yards with a passer rating of 96.7. Griffin III completed 78.4 percent of his
passes, the second-highest percentage of his career and his best since completing 93.3 percent of his passes vs. Philadelphia on Nov. 18, 2012. His completions
were the second-most by a Redskins quarterback in a season opener in records dating back to 1960, trailing only his 30 completions in Week 1 a season ago.

Wide receiver Pierre Gargon added a team-high 10 receptions for 77 yards. Gargon extended his streak of consecutive games with five or more receptions to
17, already the longest streak in team history. Gargon’s 10 receptions tied Alvin Garrett (Sept. 5, 1983 vs. Dallas) and Joe Washington (Sept. 6, 1981) for the

most by a member of the Redskins in a season opener in records dating back to 1960.

Fullback Darrel Young scored the team’s first points of the season, opening the day’s scoring with a one-yard touchdown run in the second quarter.

Sept. 14, 2014 GAME 2 FedExField (Landover, Md.)

REDSKINS 41, JAGUARS 10

LANDOVER, Md. - The Redskins earned their first victory of the season in Week 2, defeating the Jacksonville Jaguars by a final margin of 41-10 in front of
an announced crowd of 80,037 people at FedExField. The victory snapped a nine-game losing streak dating back to last season and represented the first in the
head coaching career of Redskins Head Coach Jay Gruden.

The Redskins tied a team record with 10 sacks, set previously on Oct. 9, 1977. The 10 sacks were the most by the Redskins in a game since the NFL made sacks
an official stat in 1982. Linebacker Ryan Kerrigan tied a team record with four sacks, tying Phillip Daniels (12/18/2005), Ken Harvey (11/23/1997), Dexter
Manley (10/2/1988) and Brian Orakpo (12/13/2009).

Quarterback Kirk Cousins entered the game in relief of an injured Robert Griffin III and completed 22-o0f-33 passes of 250 yards with two touchdowns and
a 109.4 passer rating. Cousins completed his first 12 passes, the longest consecutive completion streak of his career, surpassing his previous long when he
completed 10 consecutive passes vs. Dallas in Week 16 of the 2013 season.

Running back Alfred Morris rushed for 85 yards on 22 carries. Morris eclipsed the 3,000-yard career rushing mark with his performance, accomplishing the
feat in his 34th career game, the fastest in team history. The franchise’s all-time leading rusher, John Riggins, did not break the 3,000-yard mark with Wash-
ington until his 38th game with the Redskins.

The Redskins’ 31-point margin of victory was the team’s largest since Oct. 7, 2007 vs. Detroit (34-3). Defensively, the Redskins held the Jaguars to 148 net
offensive yards, the lowest total by a Redskins’ opponent since Washington held Dallas to Dec. 30, 2007. The Redskins held the Jaguars to 25 rushing yards,
the fewest since the Redskins held the Cowboys to one rushing yard in that same game in 2007.
